3-1. Install Touch Panel to Printer Stand

1. Directly put the touch panel into the
cradle of printer stand.

1. Use both hands to pull the cover of the system box upward to release the
cover from the system box.



2. Place the system face down to access the bottom of the stand.

3. Thread the power adapter cable through the hole of the stand as shown in the picture.

4. Find the power connector on the right of the I/0 panel (refer to chapter 2-4 c.) and
connect the power adapter to the DC-IN connector.

5. Finally arrange and fix the cable by using the hook as shown in the picture.

* Please follow the direction to plug the adapter and make sure it is fully connected
into the 1/0 port.
