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Bluetooth Connectivity

Bluetooth Profiles

This system incorporates Bluetooth wireless communications technology.
Devices with Bluetooth capabilities can exchange information over a distance of
about 10 meters (30 feet) without requiring a physical connection.

This system supports Bluetooth profiles as below:

e Hands-free Profile (HFP)

NOTE:

o Not all Bluetooth devices support all profiles. Check the document of a Bluetooth device to
know its Bluetooth capabilities.

o When necessary, you can turn off the Bluetooth radio on this system. (See Section
“Turning On/Off Bluetooth Radio” for more information.)

Connecting a Bluetooth Mobile Phone

Connecting to a Mobile Phone for the First Time

1. Tap the TEL button on the Source screen or tap the on the Navi
menu.

2. Tap Setup = Search Phone.
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3. Make sure that your Bluetooth mobile phone is in discoverable mode. Tap OK
for the program to search for nearby Bluetooth mobile phones.

Connecting from a Mobile Phone for the First Time

establish a connection.

Disconnecting and Reconnecting the Mobile Phone

When you pair your mobile phone with this system, a connection is established
between them. The name of the connected device appears at the bottom of the
Setup menu. You can then disconnect or reconnect your mobile phone by tapping
Disconnect or Connect on the Setup menu.
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Connecting a Paired Mobile Phone

Tap the Connect button on the Phone Menu to connect a paired phone.

After pairing with a mobile phone, you can place a call by using the Phonebook,
Call Log and Phone Dialer button on the Phone Menu.

Receiving a Call

After pairing with a mobile phone, this system will ring and display the incoming
call screen when there is an incoming call.

Operations during a Call

During a phone call:

e Ifyou need to browse the phonebook or the message, tap BB and then tap
Phonebook or SMS. You cannot refresh the data.

e Ifyou need to input other numbers, such as an extension number, use the dial
pad and tap the digits.

e Tap to mute your sound so that the other party cannot hear you. To end
the mute mode, tap the same button again.

e Tap = to end the call.

Viewing Messages

After pairing with a mobile phone, you can browse sent and received messages.

| NOTE: You cannot send messages via this system.

1. Tap SMS on the Phone Menu.

Turning On/Off Bluetooth Radio

Bluetooth Off. To turn on Bluetooth radio, tap Bluetooth On button.
