After starting the route guidance,

not only guidance by screen but also
guidance by voice, such as the turn-
ing direction or the distance to the
guidance point, will be given when
you get near to the guidance point.
You can set whether to use the voice
guidance or not, and set the volume
to be changed according to the vehi-
cle speed.
