In photography, parallax is the angular

Guard against soiling the
Lens glass, Viewfinder win-
dow and EE Window with
finger marks and dirt.,

the camera away from mois.
ture, heat, and dust and in a
case separate from acces-
sories.

Do not leave your camera
near the rear window or in
the trunk or glove compart-
ment of your car,
