High-quality LCD screens (TFT) are installed in Fujitsu Tablet PCs. For technical reasons,
these screens are manufactured for a speci c resolution. An optimal, clear picture can
only be ensured in the resolution intended for the particular monitor. A screen resolution
which differs from the speci cation can result in a blurred picture.

The screen resolution of your Tablet PC’s touchscreen is optimally set at the factory.

As per the current state of production technology, an absolutely error-free screen display cannot be
guaranteed. There may be a few consistently bright or dark pixels (image elements).

Background lighting
LCD screens are operated with background lighting. The luminosity of the background
lighting can decrease over the period of use of the Tablet PC. However, you
can set the brightness of your screen yourself.

Ambient light sensor
If your Tablet PC was shipped with the Windows operating system, the screen brightness is
regulated by means of the ambient light sensor and depending on the respective light conditions.
This results in optimum readability and longer battery life at the same time.

If your Tablet PC was shipped with Windows 10, the adaptive brightness setting is activated. To
change the ambient light sensor settings, select Control Panel - System and Security - Power Options -
Change plan settings - Change advanced power settings - Display - Enable adaptive brightness..

Synchronizing the display on the touchscreen and an external monitor
In Windows 10 you can proceed as follows to set the output type:

Wipe your nger over the screen starting from the right-hand edge.
Select All settings.
Look for the keyword "project".
Select the required function.
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Select display orientation (portrait or
landscape format)
LandscapeformatPortraitformatDisplayorientation

You can choose to use either portrait or landscape for the display, or whether the screen
orientation should automatically adjust to the orientation of the tablet PC.

You can change these settings under Control Panel - Hardware and Sound
- Windows Mobility Center / Rotate screen.

In the settings there are pro les saved for operation with different screen orientations.
These pro les have preset standard con gurations that can be modi ed as desired.

These settings do not just affect the monitor settings on the Tablet PC,
but also on external monitors that are connected.

Touch commands
You can execute certain commands by using your nger tip on the touchscreen of your device.

Alternatively, everything which you can select or activate using your nger
tip can also be selected or activated using the stylus.

Calibrate the Dual Digitizer for finger-based
operation of the device.

Before the rst nger-based operation, you must calibrate your Tablet PC via the
operating system, so that it recognizes your ngertips as accurately as possible.

As soon as you notice that the accuracy is deteriorating, you must recalibrate the device.

Please note: There are separate calibration programs available for calibrating
the stylus and for calibrating nger-based operation. Do not use the calibration
tool for the stylus to calibrate nger-based operation.

You can use the stylus on your Tablet PC as an electronic writing tool, to select menu items and to
navigate through the programs. Programs that support handwriting recognition also allow you to
write directly on the screen with the stylus. You can also use the stylus as a drawing tool.

The Tablet PC is supplied with a stylus tether which you can attach to the
eyelets on the stylus and on the Tablet PC.

Use only the stylus that was provided with your Tablet PC. Do not use any other pointed
object as a substitute, that was not specially designed for your Tablet PC. Replace
the stylus tip if it is worn. The warranty does not cover a scratched screen.

While writing, take care that you do not scratch the surface of the
display (e.g. with a wristwatch or bracelet).

The stylus of the Tablet PC is an electronic instrument that can be damaged
if used improperly. Handle the stylus with care.

Our recommendations for proper handling of the stylus are as follows:

• Do not gesture with the stylus.
• Do not use the stylus as a pointer.
• Do not use the stylus on surfaces other than the screen of the Tablet PC.
• Do not try to turn the grip of the stylus. The grip is used to put the stylus

into its garage or to take it out of its garage.
• Never store the stylus with its weight on the tip (e.g. with the tip pointing down in a

pen container). If the stylus is stored with the tip pointing down, this may have an
adverse effect on the stylus mechanism (particularly under high temperatures). In
this case the stylus tip may react as though it is constantly being pressed down.
To avoid damage, the stylus should be stored in the garage when not in use.

The stylus can be in uenced by electromagnetic elds (cursor quivers or
jumps). There may be a few areas on the screen where the cursor quivers
slightly in spite of pressing the stylus down rmly.

The screen responds to entries made with the tip of the nger or the stylus when the
tip of the nger or the stylus directly touches the screen.

You can use the stylus to perform almost all functions for which you would otherwise use a mouse.
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Delete functions are not supported by the stylus.

With use, the stylus tip may become worn or may pick up foreign particles that can scratch the screen.
A damaged or worn tip may not move freely, causing unpredictable results when using the stylus.

If your stylus exhibits these problems, replace the stylus tip. To do this, use the supplied tool (1).

To remove the tip, position it in the gap
between the two ends of the tool supplied.
Pinch the two ends of the supplied tool
together so that the tip is rmly clasped,
then pull it from the barrel.
Replace the tip with one of the new tips
that were supplied with your stylus. Insert
the at end of the tip into the barrel
and exerting gentle pressure, push it
in until it is rmly in place.

If the tip is worn or damaged, discard it.

Calibrating the stylus
Before rst use with the stylus, you must calibrate your Tablet PC via the operating
system, so that it recognizes the stylus as accurately as possible.

You should also always repeat the calibration if the co-ordination between the
stylus and the cursor movement deteriorates.

Webcam
Webcam

Your device has two WebCams: one on the front of the device and one on the rear.

The webcams have their own status indicators. The status indicators light up
when the respective webcams are active.

Depending on the software used, you can use your webcam to take pictures,
record video clips or take part in web chats.

• The picture quality depends on the lighting conditions and the software being used.
• You can only operate the webcam with a particular application (e.g. an Internet telephony

program or a video conferencing program which supports a webcam).
• When using the webcam the support of the Tablet PC must not wobble.
• The webcam automatically adjusts itself to the current light level. For this reason,

the touchscreen may icker while the light level is adjusted.

Rechargeable battery

You can increase the service life of the battery by caring for the battery properly. The
average battery service life is around 500 charge/discharge cycles.

The Tablet PC battery can only be charged when the ambient temperature is
between 5°C / 41 °F and max. 35°C / 95°F.

You can charge the battery by connecting the Tablet PC to the AC adapter

To prevent exhaustive
discharge which would permanently damage the battery, check the level
of charge of the battery at regular intervals.

To be able to make use of the optimum capacity of the battery, you should allow
the battery to fully discharge and then recharge it.

Deletion or resetting of passwords are not covered by your warranty
and a charge will be made for assistance.
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Configuring the fingerprint sensor
(configuration dependent)

Whether your device has a ngerprint sensor or not depends on the
device con guration which you ordered.

The ngerprint sensor can record the image of a ngerprint. With additional ngerprint
software, this image can be processed and used instead of a password.

Deactivating/Disconnecting the WLAN Device

If you have installation media, like a Recovery DVD that you purchased from
Fujitsu, you can use it to reinstall Windows. You will need to install additional
drivers and applications after reinstalling Windows.

To reinstall Windows, follow the steps below:

1. Power on your system. When the Fujitsu logo appears on the screen, press the F12 key.
2. Insert the bootable disc in your DVD drive.
3. Highlight the CD/DVD option from the Boot Menu and press Enter .

applications to your system. If it is not available, download the software from the
Fujitsu Support Site, as described below in the "Auto Installation support for the
software downloaded from support website" section below.

1. Download FSDM (Fujitsu Software Download Manager) from the support site and download all

the drivers applicable to the model and OS using FSDM if they are not downloaded yet.
2. When the software packages are downloaded from the web, it is important to

download the Auto Installer Software package and the model/language-speci c
Readme le if you prefer to auto install the software.

3. It is important to have the extracted Auto Installer software package folder and
Readme le in the same location as the other software folders. Otherwise
auto-installation of the software will not be supported.

4. Inside the Auto Installer software package, launch FjAutoinstall.exe as administrator.
5. Click Yes on the User Account Control dialog box. This will take some time to

process the software packages. A message will be displayed during this time
stating Please wait while the content is being processed.

6. If the EULA is displayed for Fujitsu Software Auto Installer, accept the EULA, otherwise continue.
7. The Fujitsu Software Auto Installer user interface will be launched providing the ability

to auto install the software downloaded from the support site.
8. It is recommended that you install all the software in the listed order. You can

Select All, to install the software in the order listed.
9. Click the Install button to start the installation.
10. After installing all the selected drivers, the Installation Results window is displayed. Click OK.
11. You must restart the system for the settings to take effect. Do you wish to reboot

now? message appears. Select Yes.
12. The system will now reboot.
