► Switch off the wireless component for data security reasons. With data traffic via a wireless

connection, it is also possible for unauthorized third parties to receive data.

Information on activating data encryption is provided in the documentation 
for your wireless component. 

► If you want to use your Tablet PC during a flight, ask the flight attendants to seeit is safe to use it.

When traveling in other countries 

► If you are traveling abroad, check that the AC adapter can be operated with the
local AC voltage. If this is not the case, obtain the appropriate AC adapter for 
your Tablet PC. Do not use any other voltage converter!

Transporting the Tablet PC 
Protect the Tablet PC from severe shocks and extreme temperatures 
(e.g.  direct sunlight in a car). 
• Do not transport your Tablet PC while it is turned on.
• Carry your Tablet PC with you while traveling. Do not check it in as baggage.
• Never put your Tablet PC through a metal detector. Have it hand-inspected by

security personnel. You can however put your Tablet PC through a properly
tuned X-ray machine. To avoid problems, place it close to the entrance of
the machine and remove it as soon as possible or have it hand-inspected by
security personnel. Security officials may require you to turn your Tablet PC
on. So make sure you have a charged battery on hand for this.

► Switch the Tablet PC off.
► Unplug the AC plug of the AC adapter and all external devices from the power outlets.
► Disconnect the AC adapter cable and the data cables for all external devices.
► To protect against damaging jolts and bumps, use a suitable Tablet PC

carrying case to transport your Tablet PC.

Waterproof/dustproof (device-dependent) 
Protection class IPX5 stipulates that the tablet can be operated normally after it has been sprayed 
with water for at least 3 minutes through an opening of 6.3 mm / 0.25 inches diameter and with a 
flow rate of 12.5 liters of water per minute from a distance of about 3 meters / 118.11 inches. 

Protection class IPX8 stipulates for your Tablet PC that it can be operated normally 
after it has been submerged in tap water at room temperature for 30 minutes    
and to a depth of 1.50 meters / 59.05 inches. 

Furthermore, protection class IP5X stipulates that the Tablet PC can be left in an environment with 
dust particles of up to 75 μm diameter for 8 hours and can then still be operated safely. 

To be certain that the device remains waterproof and dustproof, the covers of the ports 
and the cover of the DC jack socket (DC IN) must always remain closed. Chapters "SIM 
card", Page 42 and "Memory cards", Page 40 describe how ports can be opened and 
securely sealed again. Otherwise, water can enter the Tablet PC and cause a malfunction. 

Make certain that water in the area of the headphone and microphone socket is wiped 
away immediately, otherwise a malfunction or electric shock could occur. 

If the Tablet PC comes into contact with salt water, soft drinks or 
mud, it must be washed off immediately. 
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Important notes 

Cleaning the Tablet PC 
• Use of incorrect cleaners can result in optical impairment of the LCD and / or

damage to the computer. Always refer to the cleaner manufacturer’s guidelines and 
material safety data sheets for proper handling and use of the products. 

• Never use ammonia, acidic, or alkaline cleaners or organic chemicals
such as paint thinner, acetone or kerosene. It may damage surface  
finishes and the coating of the LCD screen. 

• Never use compressed air for cleaning your computer.
• If your Tablet PC has a Smart Card slot, be very careful to avoid any

liquid entering the slot as this can damage the unit.

Cleaning with disinfectant wipes 
There are many ways of disinfecting surfaces. The following disinfectant wipes 
have been tested successfully with the Tablet PC: 
• MG Chemicals Multipurpose Alcohol Wipes (alcohol-based)
• PROSAT® Sterile™ PS-911EB/EtOH Life Sciences Wipes (alcohol-based)
• Clorox® Healthcare Bleach Germicidal Wipes (without alcohol)

Remember, if your Tablet PC is configured with the Smart Card shell, it does not 
have a cover to close the port and liquid could enter and damage the device. Take 
extra precautions when cleaning around the Smart Card reader. 

For proper use of disinfectant wipes, please read the manufacturer’s instructions. 

Before cleaning, please test the disinfectant wipe on a small area of the Tablet 
PC. Some medical disinfectant wipes may leave residue on the Tablet PC which 
is difficult to remove again, or they may dry out quickly.

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Touchscreen 
High-quality LCD screens (TFT) are installed in Fujitsu Tablet PCs. For technical reasons, 
these screens are manufactured for a specific resolution. An optimal, clear picture can 
only be ensured in the resolution intended for the particular screen. A screen resolution 
which differs from the specification can result in an unclear picture. 
The screen resolution of your Tablet PC’s touchscreen is optimally set at the factory. 

Current production technology cannot guarantee an absolutely fault-free screen display. A few 
isolated constantly lit or unlit pixels (picture elements) may be present. The maximum permitted 
number of such faulty pixels is specified in the international standard ISO 9241-307 (Class 2). 
Example: 
A monitor with a resolution of 1,280 x 800 has 1,280 x 800 = 1,024,000 pixels. Each pixel consists of 
three subpixels (red, green and blue), so there are almost 3 million subpixels in total. According to ISO 
9241-307 (class 2), a maximum of 2 light and 2 dark pixels and in addition 5 light or 10 dark subpixels 
or an equivalent mix (1 light subpixel counts as 2 dark subpixels) are allowed to be defective. 

Pixel A pixel consists of 3 subpixels, normally red, green and 
blue. A pixel is the smallest element that can be generated 
by complete functionality of the display. 

Subpixel A subpixel is a separately addressable internal structure 
within a pixel that enhances the pixel function. 

Cluster A cluster contains two or more defective pixels or 
subpixels in a 5 x 5 pixel block. 

Background lighting 

LCD screens are operated with background lighting. The luminosity of the background 
lighting can decrease over the period of use of the Tablet PC. However, you can 
adjust the brightness of your monitor yourself. 

Ambient light sensor 
If your notebook was shipped with the Windows operating system, the screen brightness is 
regulated by the ambient light sensor and is dependent on the particular light conditions. 
This results in optimum readability and longer battery life at the same time. 

If your notebook was shipped with Windows 8.1, the adaptive brightness setting is deactivated. To 
change the ambient light sensor settings, select Control Panel - System and Security - Power Options - 
Change plan settings - Change advanced power settings - Display - Activate adaptive brightness setting.. 
Select On to activate the adaptive brightness setting with the help of the ambient light sensor. 

Synchronizing the display on the touchscreen and an external monitor 
In Windows 7, you can switch between touchscreen and external monitor, if you open 
Control Panel - Windows Mobility Center, section External Display. 
In Windows 8.1 wipe your finger over the screen from the right-hand edge. The setting 
Charms - Devices - Second monitor opens. Select the desired output type. 
You can also use the Fujitsu Display Manager in the Windows Mobility Center to set the output type. 
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Select display orientation (portrait or 
landscape format) 
You can choose to use either portrait or landscape format for the display.

You can execute certain commands by using your finger tip on the touchscreen of your device.

You can use the stylus on your Tablet PC as an electronic writing tool, to select menu items and to 
navigate through the programs. Programs that support handwriting recognition also allow you to 
write directly on the screen with the stylus. You can also use the stylus as a drawing tool. 

A stylus tether is available as an optional extra and you can use this to tie the 
eyelet on the stylus to the eyelet on the Tablet PC. 

Use only the stylus that was provided with your Tablet PC. Do not use any other pointed 
object as a substitute, that was not specially designed for your Tablet PC. Replace    
the stylus tip if it is worn. The warranty does not cover a scratched screen. 

While writing, take care that you do not scratch the surface of the 
display (e.g.  with a wristwatch or bracelet). 

The stylus of the Tablet PC is an electronic instrument that can be damaged 
if used improperly. Handle the stylus with care. 
Our recommendations for proper handling of the stylus are as follows: 

• Do not gesture with the stylus.
• Do not use the stylus as a pointer.
• Do not use the stylus on surfaces other than the screen of the Tablet PC.
• Do not try to turn the grip of the stylus. The grip is used to put the

stylus into its slot or to take it out of its slot.
• Never store the stylus with its weight on the tip (e.g. with the tip down in a stylus

container). If the stylus is stored with the tip pointing down, this may have an
adverse effect on the stylus mechanism (particularly in high temperatures). In this
case, the stylus tip may react as though it is constantly being pressed down. To 
avoid damage, the stylus should be stored in the slot when not in use.

The stylus can be influenced by electromagnetic fields (cursor quivers or 
jumps). There may be a few areas on the screen where the cursor quivers 
slightly in spite of pressing the stylus down firmly. 

The screen responds to entries made with the tip of the finger or the stylus when the 
tip of the finger or the stylus directly touches the screen. 
You can use the stylus to perform almost all functions for which you would otherwise use a mouse.

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Webcam 
Your device has two webcams: one on the front of the device and one on the rear. 

The webcam has its own status indicator. The indicator lights up when the webcam is active.

• The picture quality depends on the lighting conditions and the software being used.
• You can only operate the webcam with a particular application (e.g. an Internet telephony

Rechargeable battery 
The built-in battery provides the Tablet PC with the necessary power for use on the move. 
You can increase the service life of the battery by caring for the battery properly. The 
average battery service life is around 500 charge/discharge cycles. 
You can extend the battery service life by taking advantage of the available energy-saving functions. 

Charging and maintaining the battery 
The Tablet PC battery can only be charged when the ambient temperature is 
between 5°C / 41 °F and max.  35°C / 95°F. 

You can charge the battery by connecting the Tablet PC to the AC adapter 
(see "Connecting the AC adapter", Page 20). 

If the battery is running low you will hear a warning alarm. If you do not connect the AC adapter 
within five minutes of hearing the warning alarm, your Tablet PC will switch off automatically. 

Monitoring the battery state of charge 

A battery symbol for monitoring the battery capacity is displayed in the system bar / 
status indicator. The battery symbol shows you the battery charge.

Configuring the fingerprint sensor

Protecting BIOS Setup Utility (supervisor password 
and user password) 

If you have opened these operating instructions on the screen, we recommend 
that you print them out. You cannot call up the instructions on the screen 
while you are setting up the password. 

The supervisor password and the user password both prevent unauthorized use of the BIOS

4  The Tablet PC reboots. You will be prompted to enter your password (the supervisor password).

Deactivating system protection

The hard disk password prevents unauthorized access to the hard disk drives 
and is checked internally each time the system is booted.

With the appropriate software you can use your SmartCard as an alternative to password protection, 
but also as a digital signature, for encrypting your e-mails or for home banking.

We recommend that you always use two SmartCards. Always keep one of the SmartCards 
in a safe place if you are carrying the other SmartCard with you. 

In order to be able to take advantage of all the security features of your Tablet 
PC, you will need a CardOS SmartCard from Fujitsu. 

The SmartCard can only be used with a PIN, so maximum protection is maintained 
even when the SmartCard is lost. In order to maximize your security, the CardOS 
SmartCard is disabled if three incorrect attempts are made to enter the PIN. 

During first time use of your CardOS SmartCard, you must either enter the preset PIN 
"12345678" or the PIN which has been notified to you by your system administrator. 

Inserting the SmartCard 
Your device may be fitted with a SmartCard reader depending on your chosen model

Trusted Platform Module - TPM (device dependent)

You can display the same image on the external monitor and on the LCD 
screen of the Tablet PC at the same time. 
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Connecting USB devices 
On the USB ports you can connect external devices that also have a USB port 
(e.g.  a DVD drive, a printer, a scanner or a modem). 

USB devices are hot-pluggable. This means you can connect and disconnect the 
cables of USB devices while the operating system is running.

Before Using the Optional Wireless LAN 
This manual describes the procedures required to properly set up and configure the optional 
integrated Wireless LAN Mini-PCI device (referred to as "WLAN device" in the rest of the 
manual). Before using the WLAN device, read this manual carefully to ensure its correct 
operation. Keep this manual in a safe place for future reference. 

Wireless LAN Devices Covered by this Document 
This document is applicable to systems containing the following device: 

• Intel® Dual Band Wireless-N 7265 2x2 ac with intgegrated Bluetooth 4.0

Characteristics of the WLAN Device 
• The WLAN devices are PCI Express Mini cards attached to the main board of the mobile computer.
• The WLAN devices operate in license-free RF bands, eliminating the need to procure

an FCC operating license. The WLAN operates in the 2.4GHz Industrial, Scientific,
and Medical (ISM) RF band and the lower, middle, and upper bands of the 5GHz
Unlicensed National Information Infrastructure (UNII) bands.

• The WLAN devices are capable of five operating modes, IEEE802.11a, IEEE802.11ac,
IEEE802.11b, IEEE802.11g, and IEEE802.11n.

• The WLAN device is Wi-Fi certified and operates (as applicable) at a the maximum
data rate of 450 Mbps in IEEE802.11n mode (300 Mbps in this configuration); 54 Mbps
in IEEE802.11g mode; and 11 Mbps in IEEE802.11b mode.

• The WLAN devices support the following encryption methods - WEP, 
TKIP, CKIP, and AES encryption.

Wireless LAN Modes Using this Device

1. After the recovery image is restored, launch the desktop icon “Fujitsu Software Auto Installer”.
2. Double-click on “Fujitsu Software Auto Installer” desktop icon.
3. Click Yes on User Account Control Dialog box.  This will take some time to

process the software packages. A message will be displayed during this time,
“Please wait while the content is being processed”.

4. If EULA is displayed for Fujitsu Software Auto Installer, accept the EULA, otherwise continue.
5. Then Fujitsu Software Auto Installer user interface will be launched providing ability

to auto-install the essential access software on the system.
6. It is recommended that you install all the software in the listed order. You can

Select All, to install the software in the order listed.

9. “You must restart the system for the settings to take effect. Do you wish to

Manager) from the support site and download all the software applicable to the
model and OS using FSDM if they are not downloaded yet.
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Auto-installation support for essential access software 
from backup location 
The below listed steps are applicable in cases in which a backup copy was created as 
mentioned in the section “Creating a Backup of essential access software”. 

1. It is important to have the extracted Auto installer software package folder
and Readme file in the same location as other software folders. Otherwise
auto-installation of the software will not be supported.

2. Inside the Auto Installer software package, launch FjAutoinstall.exe as an Administrator.
3. Click Yes on the User Account Control dialog box. This will take some time to

process the software packages. A message will be displayed during this time stating,
“Please wait while the content is being processed”.

4. If EULA is displayed for Fujitsu Software Auto Installer, accept the EULA, otherwise continue.
5. The Fujitsu Software Auto Installer user interface will be launched providing ability

to auto install the essential access software on the system.

2. When the software packages are downloaded from web, it is important to download
the Auto Installer Software package and the model/language- specific Readme
file if you prefer to auto install the software.

3. It is important to have the extracted Auto Installer software package folder
and Readme file in the same location as other software folders. Otherwise
auto-installation of the software will not be supported.

4. Inside the Auto Installer software package, launch FjAutoinstall.exe as administrator.
5. Click Yes on the User Account Control dialog box. This will take some time to

process the software packages. A message will be displayed during this time stating
“Please wait while the content is being processed”.

6. If EULA is displayed for Fujitsu Software Auto Installer, accept the EULA, otherwise continue.
7. The Fujitsu Software Auto Installer user interface will be launched providing the ability

to auto install the software downloaded from support site.
8. It is recommended that you install all the software in the listed order. You can

Select All, to install the software in the order listed.
9. Click the Install button to start the installation.
10. After installing all the selected drivers, the Installation Results window is displayed. Click OK.
11. “You must restart the system for the settings to take effect.  Do you wish to

reboot now?” message appears.  Select Yes.
12. The system will now reboot.
