HOW TO CONNECT ELECTRICITY

Turn the mode control OFF and unplug
vour air conditioner before making any
repairs or cleaning.

NOTE: We strongly recommend that any
servicing be performed by a qualified
individual.

For vour safety...do not store or use
combustible materials, gasoline or other
flamnmable vapors or liquids in the vicinity
of this or any other appliance.

All air conditioners contain refrigerants,
which under federal law must be removed
prior to product disposal. If you are getting
rid of an old product with refrigerants, check
with the company handling disposal about
what to do.

Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove
the third (ground) prong from the power cord. For
personal safety, this appliance must be properly
grounded.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped
with a 3-prong (grounding) plug which mates
with a standard 3-prong (grounding) wall

outlet to minimize the possibility of electric
shock hazard from this appliance.

Have the wall outlet and circuit checked by
a qualified electrician to make sure the outlet
is properly grounded.

Where a 2-prong wall outlet is encountered,

it is your personal responsibility and obligation
to have it replaced with a properly grounded
3prong wall outlet.

The air conditioner should always be plugged
nto its own individual electrical outlet

which has a voltage rating that matches the
rating plate.

This provides the best performance and also
prevents overloading house wiring circuits
which could cause a fire hazard from
overheated wires.

USE OF EXTENSION CORDS—115-Violt models only

Because of potential safety hazards under certain
conditions, we strongly recommend against the
use of an extension cord.

However, if you must use an extension cord,

it is absolutely necessary that it be a Ul-isted,
14 gauge, 3-wire grounding type appliance
extension cord having a grounding type plug
and outlet and that the electrical rating of the
cord be 15 amperes (minimum) and 125 volts.

A CAUTION:

DO NOT use an extension cord with any of the
230/208 volt models.

USE OF ADAPTER PLUGS—115-Volt models only

Because of potential safety hazards under certain
condftions, we strongly recommend against the
use of an adapter plug.

However, if vou must use an adapter, where
local codes permit, a femporary connectiofi may
be made to a properly grounded 2-prong wall
outlet by use of a Ul -listed adapter available at
most local hardware stores.

The larger slot in the adapter must be
aligned with the larger slot in the wall outlet
to provide proper polarity in the connection
of the power cord.

When disconnecting the power cord from the
adapter, always hold the adapter in place with
one hand while pulling the power cord plug
with the other hand. I this is not done, the
adapter ground terminal is very likelv to break
with repeated use.

If the adapter ground terminal breaks, DO NOT
USE the air conditioner until a proper grouncd
has been established.

Aftaching the adapter ground Terminal to a wall outlet
cover screvy does not ground the appliance unless the
cover screw s metal, not insufated, and the wall outlet
1s grounded through the house wiring. You should have
the circuit checked by a qualified electrician to make
sure the outlet is properly grounded.

hours or 1 to 24 hours (depending on
model). Each touch will set the time in hours.

To cancel the timer, press the TIMER pad
until the display time disappears.

e SLEEP
Press to set the air conditioner to run for

8 hours before it automatically shuts off.

When the SLEEP pad is pressed, SLEEP displays
for approximately 15 seconds, then shows the
time remaining.

Omne hour after the sleep tmer is set, the set
termperature will automatically increase 2°F.

To cancel the sleep mode, press the SLEEP pad
a second time.

Note: The sleep timer will be cancelled if the
TIMER, ENERGY SAVER or MODE pad is pressed.

Make sure nothing is between the air conditioner
and the remote control that could block the
signal.

Make sure batteries are fresh and installed
correctly—see the Care and Cleaning section.
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When the air conditioner Is turned on, it will
automatically start in the setting last used.

Power Outage Recovery Feature

In the case of a power cutage or interruption, the
unit will automatically restart in the settings last
used after the power is restored. The TIMER and

SLEEP features will reset to the original setting. You
may need to set a new time if desired.

CO0L Mode

Use the COOL mode with HIGH (3}, MED (2) ox
LOW (1) fan for cooling. Use the INCREASE A /
DECREASE V¥ pads to set the desired temperature
between 64°F and 86°F in 1°F increments.

A thermostat is used to maintain the room
temperature. The cormpressor will cvcle on and off
te keep the room at the set level of comfort. Set the
thermostat at a lower number and the indoor air
will become cooler. Set the thermostat at a higher
number and the indoor air will become warmer.

NGOTE: If the air conditioner is off and is then turned on
while set to COOL, it will take approximately 3 minutes
for the compressor to start and cooling to begin.

Vent Control (on some modals)

The vent control is located on the inside of the
air louvers in the lower right cormer.

When set at CLOSE, only the air inside the room
will be circulated and conditioned. When set at
OPEN, some inside air is exhausted outside.

n Remove the battery cover by sliding it
according to the arrow direction.

Insert new batteries, making sure that the

{+) and (-) of battery are installed correctly.

Reattach the cover by sliding it back

into position.

NOTES:

% Use 2 AAA (1.5 volt) batteries. Do not use
rechargeable batteries.

Remove the batteries from the remote control if
the system is not going to be used for a long time.

Grille and Case

Turn the air conditioner off and remove the
plug from the wall outlet before cleaning.

To clean, use water and a mild detergent.
Do not use bleach or abrasives.

QOutdoor Coils

The coils on the outdoor side of the air conditioner

should be checked regularly. If they are dogged
with dirt or soot, they may be professionally
steamn-cleaned, a service available through your
GE service outlet.

Air Filter

The air filter behind the front grille should be
checked and cleaned at least every 30 days or
more often if necessary.

Clean the filter with warm, soapy water. Rinse and
let the filter dry before replacing it.
To remove (on soine models):

Open the inlet grille upward by pulling out

the bottom of the inlet grille.

Using the tab, pull up slightly on the filter
to release it and pull it down.

A CA U TI ON.' 00 NOT operate the air

conditioner without a filter because dirt and fint will
clag it and reduce performance.

To remove (on some models):

Grab the tabs on the filter and pull it up and out.

@ Some models require a 115/120-volt a.c,,

These models should be installed
on their own single branch circuit for
best performance and to prevent
overloading house or apartment wiring
circuits, which could cause a possible
fire hazard from overheating wires.

[1] WINDOW REQUIREMENTS

¢ These instructions are for a standard
double-hung window. You will need to
rmodify them for other types of windows.

¢ The air conditioner can be installed
without the accordion panels if needed
to fit in a narrow window. See the
window opening dimensions below.

e All supporting parts must be secured
to firm wood, masonry or metal.

* The electrical outlet must be within
reach of the power cord.

[2] STORM WINDOW REQUIREMENTS

A storm window frame will not allow the
air conditioner to tilt toward the outside,
and will keep it from draining properly.
To adjust for this, attach a piece of wood
to the stool.

WOOD PIECES-

LENGTH: Long enough to fit inside the
window frame.

THICKNESS: To determine the thickness,
place a piece of wood on the stool to
make it 1/2” higher than the top of the
storm window frame.

[6] INSTALL THE CASE
IN THE WINDOW

[A] Cut the window sash seal to the window
width and stick the adhesive side to the
bottom of the sash.

Thread two type C bolts into the support
brackets.

Slide the case into the window and lower
the window behind the top mounting rail.

Position the brackets on the case bottom so
they will be near the outermost point on the
window sill. Attach the support brackets to
each side of the case bottom using 4 type A
screws on each side. The case should be
slightly tilted to the outside. Use a level;
about a 1/2 bubble will be the correct case
slant to the outside.

INSTALL THE AIR CONDITIONER
IN THE CASE

[A] Slide the air conditioner into the case.
Reinstall the 2 front-side screws removed
earlier on each side of the case.

Place the bottom inner case gasket between
the bottom of the air conditioner and the
inside bottom of the case. Fold up the ends
on both sides and push them in.

Attach the front grille to the case by inserting
the tabs on the grille into the slots on the
front of the case. Push the grille in until it
shaps into place.

Guide the lever
carefully through the
grille as you push it in.

|§| Secure the front grille to the case by
replacing the screw removed in Step 3. If a
screw was not removed in Step 3, secure the
grille with a type A screw for models with a
raise-up iniet grille or a type D screw for
models with a slide-out filter.

The installation is now complete.

Through-the-Wall Installation Instructions—Optional

The case may be installed through the wall
in both existing and new construction.

Read completely, then follow step-by-step.

[1] IMPORTANT

Through-the-wall installation is not
appropriate if any of the side louvers in the
case will be obstructed by the wall.

All side louvers in the case must project on
the outdoor side of the wall.

The room side of the case must project into
the room at least 134” from the finished wall.

The case must be installed level from side-
to-side and with a slight tilt from front to
rear. Use a level; about a 1/2 bubble will be
the correct case slant to the outside.

[A] Remove the air conditioner from the case.
For specific instruction, refer to the Window
Installation Instructions.

Make certain that a wall receptacle is
available close to the hole location or make
arrangements to install a receptacle.

Place the case in the wall opening and
secure with 12 1” long #10 wood screws.

NOTE: Drill pilot holes, if necessary, for
proper installation. If the frame is oversized,
use shims to prevent case distortion.

[2] FINISH THE WALL OPENING

Caulk all four sides on the outdoor side of
the case to prevent moisture from getting
through to the interior wall. Use of flashing
(drip rail} will further prevent water from
dripping inside the wall and down the
outside of the building.
