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Battery Installation

When the < & = blinks on the display, please replace the battery with two AA batteries,.
Slide and open the battery cover on the back, install two AA 1.5V alkaline batteries as
shawn in the pictures below.

Power Switch

Long press the power switch buttons of transmitter and receiver for 1s to turn on ar off
them.

Backlight

Short press any button of the transmitter and receiver to turn on backlight for Bs. The
backlight will centinue to be tumed on in further operation, and will be turned off after idle
use of 6s.

Locking Function

Transmitter : Long press the alert/lock button until the locking icon shows an the display,
then the display screen is locked and operations of other buttons are unavailable. Long
press the alert/lock button again until the locking icon disappear, then display screen is
unlocked and operations resumed.

Transmitter : Short press the alert/lock button to tum an or off the alert.
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Wireless Control of Cameras

1. Connect the receiver and camera

First make sure both the camera and receiver are powered off. Attach the cameratoa
tripod {sold separately) and insert the cold shoe of receiver into the top of the camera.
Insert the input plug of the shutter cable into the output port of the receiver, and the
shutter plug into the external shutter socket of the carnera. After which, power on the

Wired Control of Cameras

BULB Shooting

2. Half-press shutter release button, the transmitter will send focus signal. The indicators
on the transmitter and receiver will light on green, and the camera is in facusing status.

3. Full-press and hold shutter release button until the tranamitter flashes red and starts
time keeping while the receiver lights an red, then release the buttan, and the transrmitter
will send BULB signal, the Receiver outputs shooting signal cantinuously, then the camera
starts to continuous exposure shooting. Short press shutter release button again, the
camera stops shooting, the indicators on the transmitter and receiver light off.
