Recording onto your USB Device
1. Insert your (FAT32 Formatted) USB Stick into the USB interface (#2)
2. LongPress the RECORD button on your panel and start to record.
3. Play your music devices by long press the RECORD PLAY

and use the microphone as needed and your set will be recorded.

Make sure the AC adapter is fully inserted into the AC charging connection port (#21)
on your speaker
d. If you do not see the red charge LED (#16) come on the led screen, and your
speaker does not play in battery mode, then perhaps your battery needs replacing.
