Additional GNT 10
devices can be installed on your NMEA 2000
network to provide a larger coverage area on your
boat.

Mounting the Device
1 Determine the mounting location.

2 Using the device as a template, mark the two
pilot hole locations on the mounting surface.

3 Using a '/gin. (3 mm) bit, drill the pilot holes.

4 Use the included screws to attach the device to
the mounting surface.

+ Ifthe cable connected to the device is not long
enough to reach your NMEA 2000 network, an
extension of up to 16.5 ft. (5 m) can be used,
according to the NMEA 2000 guidelines.

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About the Status LED

The device has a two-color LED that you can use to
troubleshoot problems, if necessary. The LED is
labeled STATUS on the device.

Color State ‘ Status

Green |Flashing | The device is working correctly.
Solid The device software is being updated
Red |Flashing | The device is starting up. If the LED
slowly does not change to flashing green
after a short time, the device may not
be not working correctly. A software
update using a Garmin chartplotter
connected to the same NMEA 2000
network may correct the problem.
Flashing | The device is not receiving NMEA
quickly 2000 data. The NMEA 2000 network
should be checked for proper
installation and operation.
Auto MOB

When paired with a Garmin quatix watch, this device
is capable of triggering an automatic man overboard
(MOB) event.

A Garmin quatix watch must be paired with this
device for the auto MOB feature to work properly.
The owner's manual provided with your watch
contains detailed instructions on pairing and auto
MOB setup.

After auto MOB is enabled on a paired watch, this
device monitors the connection with the watch.
When the connection to the watch is lost for ten
seconds, this device triggers a system-wide MOB
event. During an MOB event, an MOB waypoint and
alert appear on all connected Garmin chartplotters.

The owner's manual provided with your Garmin
chartplotter contains additional information on MOB
features and actions.
