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Keyboard Basics

The keyboard on the GoBook computer looks much like the keyboard of atypewriter and operates in ailmost the
same way. While typewriter keys put characters on paper, the keys on the laptop enter charactersin the computer and
perform certain functions, depending on the application or program. Typing skills are helpful but are not essential
because typing short commands or responses is easy.

The SHIFT key changes the keys A through Z to the UPPER CA SE position. When you
press an al phabetic key, the character appears as a capital letter. When you press SHIFT
with other keys, the characters on the upper part of the keys appear. For example, pressing
SHIFT+7 displays an ampersand (&).

Function. Some specia keys have been established to perform important tasks when
pressed and held with the FN key. These keys are described later in this document.

Use the SPACEBAR to enter a space and move the cursor one character to theright. If
you press FN and the SPACEBAR at the same time, your computer turns on.

On the 89-key international keyboard the two keysto theright of the SPACEBAR are also
designed to enter a space and move the cursor one character to theright. If other
functions are designed for these keys, the keyswill be printed with the appropriate
legends.

The TAB key moves the cursor to the next tab stop or field. Tab stops are defined by your
operating system or application program. Press the TAB key to move from one field or
text box to another.

The arrow keys are defined by the software application.

In some cases, you can use the up arrow to make
selections from menus and scrollable list boxes.

The DOWN ARROW key usually moves the cursor down one line. In Windows, you can use the down arrow to
make sel ections from menus and scrollable list boxes.

Numeric Keypad

The numeric keypad is embedded in the keyboard area. The embedded keypad emulates the numeric keypad typi-
cally found on afull-size keyboard. It is arranged like a cal culator for applications that require you to key many
numbers or for use with the Calculator in the standard Windows A ccessories.

Touchpad

The touchpad is a pressure sensitive pointing device that provides all the features of atwo-button mouse. Its primary
function isto move the cursor around the screen.
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Using Your Touchpad

Clicking

1 First, place your fingers on the keyboard in the normal typing position. The touchpad is easily accessible by
moving either your left or right thumb off the space bar and on to the touchpad.

2 Gently move your thumb across the pressure-sensitive touchpad in the direction you want the cursor to move. The
pad detects the change in pressure and moves the cursor in the corresponding direction.

3 Thetouchpad offers another method of making selections in a software program. It is called double-tapping. This
function corresponds to doubl e-clicking with a mouse. Once the cursor has been moved to the object you want to
select, lightly double-tap the pressure sensitive touchpad. This double-tapping on the touchpad will select the
desired item and prompt the software to perform the related operation.

4 Theleft and right buttons located directly bel ow the touchpad are the same in function as those on a two-buttoned
mouse. Clicking these buttons makes selections, drags objects, or performs avariety of other functions depending
on the software. To select an object, first move the pointer over the object you want to select, and then press the
left button one time. The functions of these buttons are software specific.

Double-clicking

« Double-clicking is acommon technique for selecting objects or launching programs from icons. Once you
have moved the pointer over the object you wish to select, rapidly press the left button two times. This action
iscommonly referred to as“ double-clicking” an object.

Dragging
* Movethe pointer to the desired location then press down the left button. While still holding down the left
button, move the pointer to the desired location. Release the button.
* Movethe pointer to the desired location. Tap the touchpad twice quickly asif you were double-clicking,
however do not remove your finger after the second tap.

The Touchpad is a pressure-sensitive device. If not properly cared for, it can be easily damaged. Please take note of
the following precautions.

« Do not rest heavy objects on the touchpad or the touchpad buttons.

General Guidelines

The mobile computer uses a Liquid Crystal Display (LCD), which isthe type of screen used on many notebook and
sub-notebook computers. One problem experienced on computers with an LCD display, especially in cold environ-
ments, is that the cursor seemsto “disappear” whenever the mouse is moved quickly. To improve the visibility of the
mouse cursor, you should:

* Enablethe“Pointer Trails’ feature to add trailing cursors.

e Useadow or medium speed/sensitivity level.

You can combine ahigher level of acceleration with aslow or medium speed/sensitivity level. Thiswill allow you to
move the mouse cursor quickly by increasing your finger pressure, while still providing afiner degree of control
when you apply minimum pressure.

Note To change the speed of the mouse, from the Start Menu select Settings, Control Panel, and then choose Mouse
to make adjustments.

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Scrolling Buttons

If you are scrolling through a document, you may find that using the scrolling button is more restful to your hand
than holding down a mouse button. The scrolling button is located between the touchpad buttons. Push the top of the
button to scroll up in adocument or Web page; press the bottom of the button to scroll down in a document or Web

Disk Drives

Your computer comes with several components for reading and writing (recording) information.

The Hard Disk Drive

The hard disk provides high-capacity storage and fast access. Windows and most programs are stored here. Your
GoBook identifies the hard disk drive as drive C.
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The Floppy Disk, CD-ROM, or DVD-ROM Drive

Your computer may come with afloppy disk drive. The floppy disk drive accepts 3.5-inch floppy disks, and is read
and write capable.

The CD-ROM driveisaread-only drive. It cannot be used to write data to a recordable compact disk. The CD-
ROM drive can read datafrom CDs, including audio or video CDs. The DVD drive can read both DVD and CD
disks. Your GoBook identifies the drive with the letter following the hard drive letter. If your hard driveis D, then the
CD-ROM drivewill be E. The mediabay islocated on the right side of your computer, as you are facing the display,
and is accesable by dliding the two bay door latches, which release and open the door.

Inserting a CD-ROM or DVD-ROM Disk

1 Pressthe button on the front of the drive to open the disk tray and pull the tray open.
2 Placethedisk onthetray, label side up.

3 Placethe disk onthe centra spindle and press gently until the disk clicksinto place.
4 Slide back thetray until it clicks shut.

Removing a CD-ROM or DVD-ROM Disk

1 Make surethe computer is not accessing the CD-ROM/DV D-ROM drive.
2 Pressthe button on the front of the drive and pull the tray all the way out.

3 Pick up the CD/DVD by the edges and remove the CD-ROM/DVD-ROM from the tray. Push the tray into the
computer until it closesfully.

CAUTION When the computer is reading from a CD-ROM/DV D-ROM or Floppy disk drive, the indicator light for
the drive will flash. Do not attempt to remove adisk whilethislight is active.

Precautions for Handling CD-ROM/DVD-ROM Discs
K eep these precautions in mind when handling CD-ROM/DV D-ROM discs.

Always hold the disc by the edges; avoid touching the surface of the disc.

Use aclean, dry, cloth to remove dust, smudges, or fingerprints. Wipe from the center outward.

Do not write on the surface of the disc.

Extremesin temperature may damage discs. Store discsin acool dry place.

Do not use benzene, thinners, or cleaners with detergent. Only use CD-ROM/DVD-ROM cleaning kits.
Do not bend or drop the discs.

Do not place objects on top of discs.

CAUTION Do not insert any foreign objectsinto the disc tray. Do not force the tray to open or close manually.
When not in use, keep the tray closed to prevent dust or dirt from entering the drive unit. If you experience difficulty
when removing a CD/DVD disc, stretch a paper clip (or use apin or athin metal rod) and insert it into the emergency
gject hole located on the front panel.

The CD/DVD disk tray should eject immediately. This procedure can also be used to remove a CD/DVD from the
drive when the GoBook is powered off.
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The PC Card Slot

The PC card slot can be used as an interface between your computer and a variety of communications devices, such
as network adapters, SCSI adapters, fax/modems, or they can be used to provide additional data storage capacity.

Your computer is equipped with afull array of ports and connectors, including standard input/output (1/O) ports for
quickly and easily adding peripheral devices such as printers and monitors. Refer to documentation included with
individual devicesfor details on connecting these devices to your computer. Along with the standard ports found on
most computers, your computer aso includes modem and LAN ports, offering advanced communi cations technol ogy.
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Rear Connectors

You will find the serial, parallel, and VGA ports under the port cover at the back of the computer.

1 DC-in Jack
Connect the DC power cable from the AC adapter to this jack.

2 VGA Out (External Video) Port

The 15-pin monitor port can connect your computer to an external monitor.
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3 Parallel Port

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Power Management

Battery Calibration

Thefirst time you use a battery, you should calibrate it. The calibration process empties and charges the battery. This
alowsthe Windows battery gauge to accurately monitor battery status. To calibrate a battery, follow these steps:

1 Pluginthe AC adapter.

2 Restart the computer and when the startup screen appears, press the Del key to enter the BIOS Setup Utility.

3 Inthe BIOS Setup Utility, select Power Management Setup. Choose Battery Auto Calibration. Select Enabled,
then press Enter.

NOTE Please make surethat AC adapter & Battery are present.
4 Press Enter when you are asked “ Do you wish to do battery auto-learning? (y/ n) ” in the Battery Calibration
dialog. This starts battery calibration.

Battery Calibration will take from 10 to 16 hours, depending on how much power the battery may already contain.
NOTE For optimum performance, we recommend calibrating the battery once every three months.
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Monitoring Battery Power

There are two ways to monitor how much power the battery has | eft.

1 Click Start/Settings/Control Panel/Power Management; then click the Power Meter tab.

2 Moving the cursor to the battery icon on the taskbar is the simplest way to check on battery power status.

NOTE If you do not see the battery icon, enableit in Start/Settings/Control Panel/Power Management. Choose the
Advanced tab and select “ Always show icon on the taskbar.”

Low Battery Alarms

How your computer responds to alow battery condition is set under Start/Settings/Control Panel/Power Manage-
ment/Alarms.

Two different power alarms can be enabled or disabled: the Low Battery Alarm, and the Critical Battery Alarm. Use
the slidebar to set the power level at which the alarms are activated. Click on the Action button to choose whether the
alarm sounds, displays a message, or both.

CAUTION When battery power islow, the battery LED indicator will flash red, and the alarm will beep or display a
warning on your screen. Takeimmediate action, such as saving files or connecting to the AC adapter, or data may be
lost.

When the computer alerts you that the battery islow, immediately do one of the following:

e Connect the AC power adapter
» Saveyour work, and suspend to disk (FN + F3)
» Saveyour work, then select Shut Down from the Start menu
< Turn off or suspend the computer and replace the discharged battery with a charged battery (See Changing the
Battery later in this section).
NOTE Do not restart the computer until you have connected to an AC adapter, or replaced the discharged battery
with a charged battery.
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Battery Charging

When you use the AC adapter to connect your GoBook to a power outlet, the internal battery will automatically
begin to recharge. While the battery is charging, the Battery Charge LED indicator on the indicator panel will be
active. When the battery isfully charged, the Battery Charge LED indicator will turn off.

If your computer isturned off, or suspended to RAM, afully discharged battery will take about 4 hours to recharge.
If your computer isturned on and is not in suspend mode, it will take about 6 hoursto recharge the battery. Refer to

thefollowing table:

(suspend to RAM)

Charging Discharging
System On 6 hours 3.5 hours
System Off 4 hours —

NOTE A fully charged Li-lon battery can run the GoBook for approximately 3 hours, or more.

Power Saving Modes

Adjust the default power management settings in the Power Management dialog box in the Control Panel. The Power
Management dialog box allows you to set different actionsto take when the computer isleft idle for a certain amount

Section 5. Power Management

Suspend Mode

There are severa possible settings for suspend mode, which can be selected in the Power Management dial og box:
You may suspend to RAM, suspend to disk, auto suspend, or disable suspend altogether.

Suspend to RAM

In asuspend to RAM, the contents of your computer’s memory are held intact, while practically al the rest of the
components in your computer either turn off completely, or reduce power consumption to a minimum. In a Suspend
to RAM, your computer remains active but with the minimum possible power consumption. Return the computer to
full power by pressing any key. A fully-charged battery can maintain a Suspend to RAM for many hours.

Suspend to Disk

Suspend to Disk issimilar to turning off the computer, except that the current state of the computer is copied to the
hard disk as a special file. When the computer returns from suspend mode, the desktop appears with the same files
and programs open as when the computer was suspended. Suspend to Disk is very useful when you don’t want to
take the time to shut down all open programs one by one to shut off the computer, only to have to open the same
programs and files the next time you use the computer. This mode is also called hibernation mode.

Suspend-to-disk Partition

In order to Suspend to Disk, you must have a special suspend-to-disk partition on your hard disk drive. This partition
ispre-installed on your computer. The pre-installed partition is large enough to store all system memory.

Auto Suspend

In Auto Suspend, the computer first suspendsto RAM, then suspendsto disk, according to intervals set on the Power
Management page.
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Initiating Suspend Mode

There are four waysto initiate suspend mode. The settings can be adjusted in the Power Management dial og box:

e The computer will automatically enter suspend mode when not used for a set period of time
» Sdlecting the Stand by button in the Shut Down Windows dialog box

e Pressing the power button (if enabled in power settings)

» Pressing the suspend function key (Fn + F3)

Power Button Settings

The function of the power button can be set to Shut down, Stand by or Hibernate in the Power Management Proper-
ties dialog box in the Windows Control Panel. However, holding the power button down for more than four seconds
will force apower off while operating under any situation, resulting in the loss of any unsaved information.

Power Saving Tips
« Avoid operating the fax/modem, or audio and video applications when using battery power. Operating afax
modem, video, or audio equipment increases the computer’s power requirements.

» Decreasing monitor brightness can also save power. Decrease brightness by pushing FN + F6. Increase it by
pushing FN + F7.
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When to Replace the Battery

Over time, the battery’s capacity gradually decreases. We recommend that you replace your battery when you notice
that it beginsto store significantly less charge.

Changing the Battery
Change the main battery pack asfollows:

1 Turn off the computer.
2 Closethedisplay and turn the computer over.

3 Pushinthelatches on the battery door (1) while lifting the battery out of the compartment. Remove the battery
2.

4 Make sure the replacement battery is properly orientated. Insert the battery into the battery compartment. Check
that the latches lock back into position.
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Heat Considerations

The computer’s processor has been specially designed to consume little power, and generates very little heat.
However, working in a hot environment, or working for long periods may raise the temperature. Your computer takes
the following stepsto lower temperature:

1 Thecooling fanisturned on. You may feel air coming from avent near the right rear of the computer when this
happens.

If the temperature continuesto rise;

2 Processor activity isreduced. You may notice aslight loss of performance when this happens.

If the computer overheats:

3 The processor will stop functioning and the computer will shutdown.
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Using the BIOS Setup Utility

This chapter explains how to use the Setup Utility to modify the BIOS settings. The Setup Utility displays and allows
modification of the GoBook components and the configuration of devicesthat are connected to it. Thisinformation
isused to test and initialize components at start-up time and to make sure everything runs properly when the system
is operating.

TheBIOS isinstalled with a set of default values. You may be able to enable increased system performance by
changing some of the timing values in the Setup Utility, but this can be limited by the kind of hardware you are using
(for example the rating of your memory chips). In certain circumstances, the system may generate an error message
that asks you to make changes to the CM OS settings using the Setup Utility. This happens when the system finds an
error during the POST (Power On Self Test) that it carries out at startup.

If you are not sure how to configure the BIOS settings, we suggest that you select Auto Configuration with Optimal
Settings on the Main Menu screen, then exit saving changes. This loads optimized default settings for normal use.

BIOS Setup Menu

The BIOS Setup Utility allows you to configure your computer’s basic settings. When you turn your computer on,
the system reads this information to initialize the hardware so that it can operate correctly. Use the BIOS Setup
Utility to change your computer’s start-up configuration. For example, you can change the way the parallel port
operates, or change the security and power management routines of your system.

Starting the BIOS Setup Utility

You can only start the Setup Ultility shortly after the computer has been turned on. A prompt appears on the computer
display that says*" Press DEL to run Setup.” When you see this prompt, press the Delete key and the system will start
the Setup Utility and display the main menu of the utility.

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The Main Menu

The Setup Utility main menu has five main submenu options: Standard CMOS Setup, Advanced CMOS Setup,
Power Management Setup, and Peripheral Setup, Auto-Detect Hard Disks, Change User Password and Change
Supervisor Password . Save Settings and Exit, and Exit Without Saving are used to exit the Setup Utility.

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Vehicle Adapter

The Vehicle Adapter is an optional device that supplies power from the vehicle battery to operate the computer and
charge the battery installed in the unit. It typically connects to the vehicle battery using the cigarette lighter socket.

To prevent possible damage to the battery, the system will not allow the battery to charge at extreme temperatures.
Be aware of the following charging characteristics, especialy if the computer isleft unattended in a closed vehicle.

Temperature Charging Activity
<5°C (<41°F) Battery will not charge
>45°C (>113°F) Slow charge mode
>50°C (>122°F) Maintenance charge

To connect the vehicle adapter

1 Insert the vehicle adapter’s power cord into the power port on the back of the computer.

2 Insert the cigarette lighter adapter into the vehicle's cigarette lighter socket, turning it slightly to make agood
connection.

The power light illuminates to indicate that current is reaching the vehicle adapter. When you connect the vehicle
adapter, it automatically begins fast charging the computer’s battery. At moderate temperatures, around 21°C
(70°F), the battery will be fully charged in approximately four hours. Under extremely cold or hot temperatures,
or if the system ison, however, it will take longer to charge the battery (up to 6 hours).
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Vehicle Cradle

The vehicle cradle is a vehicle-based docking station designed to safely secure the computer in the vehicle. A
standard key lock located on the front of the cradle |ocks the computer onto the cradle for security purposes. You can
use the vehicle cradle to:

» There are no user-replaceable parts within the vehicle cradle, so do not open the cradle case. The vehicle
cradleisinternally protected. It resets automatically if thereis a power fault.

» Do not use the vehicle cradle to charge the computer battery overnight. Turn off the vehicle cradle at the end
of each work day to prevent draining the voltage in your vehicle's battery below starting levels.

Charging Batteries

Thevehicle cradle is designed to charge the computer’s battery with voltage from the vehicle battery while you are
traveling between customer jobs. Follow the procedure below to charge a battery.
To charge a battery installed in the computer

1 Make surethe computer is powered off.

2 Placethe computer onto the vehicle cradle, making sureit is securely latched.
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Important

¢ A temperature of -20°C to +60°C (-4°F to +140°F) is recommended when
charging batteries with the vehicle cradle. Batteries may not charge
successfully outside thistemperature range.

¢ |f you charge your battery daily, rely on the gas gauge reading to determine
battery capacity. The gas gauge displayed by Battery Status may show that
the battery isfull, but the external power indicator light may still be blinking.
Thistypically occursif the charge mode switched from Fast to Slow because
the battery became too hot. The charging processistrying to put alittle more
capacity into the battery; however, external power can be removed since the
battery isvirtually full.

¢ |f your battery is new or has not been used for several weeks, rely on the
indicator light to determine when the battery isfully charged. The gas gauge
isunreliablein these cases; it may read 100 percent, but the actual capacity is
only 10 percent.

Communicating with Other Devices

The vehicle cradle is designed with a standard serial port so you can connect external devices such asa printer or
modem. Specify COM 2 when you select the communications port in your application. Connect the external deviceto
the seria port on the back of the cradle, and then place the GoBook onto the vehicle cradle. You can install or
remove the computer from the vehicle cradle without connecting or disconnecting a printer or modem cable from the
computer.
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External Antennas

An external RF antenna also can be connected to the cradle using the TNC RF connector on the back. FCC regula
tionsrequire that users of vehicle-mounted antennas must use only antennas authorized for use with the GoBook in
order to meet FCC RF exposure limits. Please contact your organizations' s help desk for alist of approved vehicle-
mounted antennas. For mounting installation and/or mounting instructions for these types of antennas, see the
instructions that accompany each antenna.

RF Antenna Placement

WARNING Improper installation and/or operating configurations of perma-
nent and magnetic vehicle-mounted antennas may cause FCC RF exposure limits
to be exceeded. VVehicle-mounted antennas must be placed at least 20 cm from
operators and bystanders.

Placement of a vehicle-mounted antenna

1 Measure and identify an area 20 cm (8 inches) in from the edges of the vehicle roof.
2 Place the antennawithin that area.
To maximize RF performance, position the antennain the center of the vehicle roof.
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Cleaning or Replacing Cradle Contact Pins

The contact pins on the vehicle cradle are exposed to contamination and stress when the computer isinstalled and
removed from the cradle during normal daily operation. The pins were designed to be cleaned or replaced as
required.

If the pins become dirty, they can be removed and cleaned with an electrical contact cleaner or replaced. The power
and ground pins are pins 3 and 8 respectively. When charging problems are encountered and replacement pins are not
available, other pinsin the contact assembly can be used to field fix the unit until replacement parts are available.

To clean or replace the cradle contact pins

1 Hold down the protective plastic cover.
2 Grasp apin and pull straight up, being careful not to bend it.
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3 Cleanthe pin with electrical contact cleaner and reinstall it into the cradle contact assembly.
If apinisbent or cannot be cleaned, contact your support desk to obtain a replacement pin.

Note Pin8on RF unitsisan RF connector and is not user replaceable. Contact
your support desk for information about replacing this RF connector.

Surge Protection

A large number of computer and high technology equipment damage is directly related to AC power and telephone
line problems. These problems can include surges, spikes, noise, interference, and weather-related problems, which
in turn can cause glitches, hang-ups, crashes, performance slow downs, and down time with computer equipment.
The market is flooded with hundreds of AC power line surge suppressors advertising high performance surge
protection; only afew of them actually provide adequate protection.

This section provides guidelines for selecting a quality surge suppressor to be used with your GoBook, and it helps
identify afew sourcesfor products with acceptable performance.
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Selecting the Right Surge Protection

Consider thelevel of quality you need when selecting a surge suppressor. This depends on factors such as surge
environment, the type of equipment to be protected, and the quality of the electrical wiring and service.

Surge Environment

Surge environment refers to the damage potential from electrical surgesin a particular geographical area. A high
quality suppressor should be used if thereis frequent lightening activity in the area and the location serviceis fed by
overhead utility poles. An example of a high surge environment would be Florida; alow surge environment might be
New York.

Type of Equipment to be Protected

If the computer is equipped with a modem, the modem should also be surge protected. Protecting the power line
without protecting the modem line provides only partial protection.

Quality of Electrical Wiring and Service

Wiring should be up to current NEC standards and have verified good AC grounds. It isimportant that your
computer system be plugged into a grounded AC outlet when charging and that all peripherals connected to your
system reference the same AC ground.
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Selecting the Right Equipment

There are anumber of companiesthat sell quality surge suppressors such as Sutton Designs, APC, and Panamax.
When you are looking for a surge suppressor, consider these things.

Expect to pay at least $50 for agood quality surge suppressor.

The surge suppressor should be a UL 1449, 497, and 1283 listed for surge suppression, modem surge protec-
tion, and RFI/EMI noisefiltering respectively.

The surge suppressor should have diagnostic LEDs that verify good AC ground, proper wiring, and proper
surge operation. Lighted on/off switches are not recommended since they can produce electrical noise.

The Joule ratings should be a minimum of 480 Joules for the AC surge circuit.
The Joule ratings should be a minimum of 240 Joules for the modem.

The modem surge circuit should present low capacitance to the modem line or it will slow the transmission
rate. Capacitance should be specified at less than 50 picofarads.

Quality surge suppressor manufacturers generally offer alifetime warranty.

Consider abtaining a protected equipment coverage policy which insures the equipment in the event of surge
damage.

The devices that will be attached to the computer also need to be surge protected.
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Introduction

The GoBook isruggedized and weather resistant. Handle it with the normal care required by any sophisticated
electronic equipment, and the computer will provide reliable service even under harsh field conditions.

Follow the guidelines below to care for your unit.

Touch Screen Care

CAUTION
e Always use an approved stylus.

* Never use sharp, hard, or abrasive implements on the touch
screen such as ball point pens, pencils, or keys. They could
damage the screen.

* To clean the touch screen panel, apply a household glass cleaner
to a soft, clean, dry cloth and wipe the screen.
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Hard Drive Care and Handling

There are two hard drive options for the GoBook: a shock-mounted 2.5-inch hard drive and a PC Card Type 1l hard
drive. All hard drives contain mediafor data storage in the form of arotating disk, read/write head(s), a motor, and
electronics for interfacing and control. Each hard drive type can be susceptible to damage from severe shock and
other stressful environmental impacts. The degree of susceptibility to damageis directly related to the individual
hard drive and mounting system employed.

When reading or writing to the hard disk, the head is“flying” on athin layer of air, micro-inches above the disk. A
shock can cause the read/write head to contact the spinning disk, resulting in immediate loss of stored data and
possible physical damage to the disk. It could also create |oose debrisin the drive enclosure that may cause progres-
sive damage over time.

To reduce exposure to high operating shocks, the GoBook uses power modes for the hard drive that prevent the read/
write heads from being positioned over the disk when it is not being used: idle mode and standby mode.

You can reduce the risk of damage to the hard drive and increase the reliability of the hard drive and data integrity by
following the recommendations bel ow.

Internal Hard Drives

« Donotintentionally drop the computer. The unit is designed to withstand the day to day rigors of the mobile
environment and provide years of reliable service. The useful life of the product can be enhanced by not
intentionally abusing it.

» Usethe power management feature control in the System Configuration Utility (SCU). Power management
conserves power but also ensures that the read/write heads are unloaded and the hard drive is spun down
within the time specified.

* Whenever possible suspend the unit by pressing FN+F3 before moving it from one location to another. This
will unload the read/write heads and spin down the disk.
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Maintain the environmental seal of the computer by keeping all the external access doors closed and latched.
Also avoid exposing the unit to extreme temperatures or moisture when the doors are open.

Periodically backup or archive important files and data.

External PC Card Hard Drives

Each PC Card hard drive manufacturer provides specific guidelines for the care and handling of the product. In
addition, follow these recommendeations:

When the PC Card hard drive is not inserted in a PC Card socket, store the hard drive in a protective carrying
case. Thiswill help protect it from inadvertent shocks.

Always use care when handling the hard drive. Do not drop, bend, flex, or crushiit.
Avoid exposing the PC Card hard drive to extreme moisture, heat, or sunlight.
Keep al debris out of the connector to ensure good electrical connections.

There are no user repairable partsin the PC Card hard drive. Do not attempt to disassemble any part of the
hard drive. The warranty will be voided if drive seals are broken or screws have been removed.

Periodically backup or archive important files and data.

If you encounter or suspect hard drive problems, you can run SCANDISK. If you are not familiar with SCANDISK,
go to Windows Start, Programs, Accessories, System Tools, then select SCANDISK. This provides a description of
file usage and syntax on selected drives. SCANDISK will identify any failures on the hard drive and prompt you for
corrective action based on selected options. If problems are found, it may be necessary to run SCANDISK severa
timesto determine the extent and severity of the problem. SCANDISK may discover multiple bad clusters. Up to ten
bad clusters can be allowed before returning the computer for service. After you have run SCANDISK and the
problem persists or becomes more severe, or if SCANDISK finds more than ten bad clusters, return the unit for
service.
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Battery Maintenance and Storage

Maintaining Batteries

Follow these guidelines to maintain performance of Nickel Metal Hydride (NiMH) batteries.

« Avoid exposing batteries to extremely hot or cold temperatures for long periods. To prevent possible damage
to the battery, the GoBook does not allow the battery to charge if the internal temperature of the battery gets
too low (< 5°C or < 41°F) or too high (> 50°C or > 122°F).

» Charge the battery nightly where the temperature will remain around 20°C (68°F).
* Re-calibrate your battery when your battery performance degrades, or depending on usage.

Storing Batteries

» Storethe battery within the recommended temperature range: 10°C to 30°C (50°F to 86°F).

» Unused or stored batteries can lose power over time. When you install a battery that has not been used for
awhile, connect external power to the computer and charge the battery.

« After storage, deep cycling the battery up to four times in succession may increase its capacity. You may want
to do this over consecutive weekends since each deep cycle process can take up to 40 hours. After thisinitial
conditioning, maintain battery capacity by deep cycling at the recommended frequency.
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Computer Maintenance and Storage

Maintaining Your Computer

Follow these guidelines to help maintain the condition and performance of your computer.

e Turn off the computer when you are not using it.
* Chargethe batteries daily or whenever their capacity islow.
* Operate the computer within the recommended temperature ranges of -20°C to +60°C (-4°F to +140°F).

Care and Cleaning

Physical Inspection Periodically inspect the computer and accessories for wear, damage, or loose or missing parts.
Identifying and correcting potential problems early can help reduce the need to return the unit for service.

Outside Case Likeall tools, the outside of the computer will get dirty with use. The caseis made of painted
Magnesium and polycarbonate blend (plastic) doors and covers. These areas can be cleaned with a solution of one
part Formula 409" and one part water. Follow the procedure bel ow.

To clean the outside case

1 Disconnect external power and turn off the computer.
2 Removethe battery.

3 Using asoft, dry cloth (do not use paper products because they can scratch the surface), add a small amount of
cleaning solution to the cloth and clean the computer case.

4 Wipe off any excess liquid with a soft cloth.
5 Reinstall the battery.
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Display Periodically inspect the display to make sure the contrast and brightness functions are operating properly
and that all pixels are operational.

To clean your touch screen

To clean the display assembly, use the same cleaning solution and procedure described earlier for the outside case. In
some cases, you can use a small amount of isopropyl alcohol to remove streaks or smears. Use a soft, clean cloth to
clean the display. Do not use paper products because they can scratch the screen.

External Power Connector The external power connector may sometimes be exposed to moisture and/or contami-
nation causing an unreliable connection to the external power source.

Clean the connector using a cotton swab dipped in isopropyl acohol.

RJ-11 Connector Make sure this connector is operating properly. During normal use, the connector pins can get
dirty or become broken, bent, or pushed out of place. Clean the connector with a cotton swab dipped in isopropy!

If the connector needs to be replaced, this can be done without returning the unit for service. Contact your local
support person for more information.

Keyboard Check all keysto make sure they are working properly. To clean the keyboard, use the same cleaning
solution and procedure described above for the outside case.

If keyboard problems persist, the keyboard might need to be replaced. This can be done without returning the unit for
service. Contact your local support person for more information.

I/O Ports Make surethe video, serial, and parallel ports are operating properly. Periodically inspect the ports for
damage or contamination, and make sure the cover is attached to the computer. The 1/0O cover can be replaced
without returning the unit for service. Contact your local support person for moreinformation.

PC Card Door and Connector Whenever possible, make sure this door is closed and latched properly. When the
PC Card door is closed, it provides awatertight seal for the PC Card socket. Shield the areafrom all contaminants
such asliquids, rain, snow, and dust when the door is open.
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Make sure the PC Card connector is operating properly by reading from or writing to a PC Card.

Cradle Contacts The cradle contacts on the bottom of the computer may get dirty with daily use. Pins can be
cleaned with a cotton swab dipped in isopropy! acohol.

Storing Your Computer

You can store the GoBook for approximately 7 - 10 days without losing data as long as the battery isfully charged to
begin with.

If you plan to store the computer for more than 7 - 10 days, follow these storage guidelines.

In this case, the computer issues a
series of beeps, then stops working. This type of error indicates a serious hardware problem, and you should contact
your supervisor or your organization’s help desk.

AC adapter The standard charging device shipped with the mobile computer that
supplies power from an AC wall outlet to operate the computer and charge the battery
installed in the unit.

For best reception, place the antennain avertical
position.

application A program designed for a specific purpose such as solving a particular
business or mathematical problem.

backlight A feature of the computer display that makes information on the screen easier
to read in low-light situations. On a monochrome display, the backlight automatically
turns off after one minute of inactivity. You must manually turn the backlight on by
pressing FN+F1 when you resume. On a color display, the backlight is on whenever the
computer isrunning. See also “MaxBright.”

battery indicator light Theleft-most light on the indicator panel, thislight illuminates
when the computer is operating on battery power and blinks to let you know the battery
capacity is getting low.

Battery Maintenance application A separate program that allows you to deep cycle
discharge batteries.

Battery Statusapplication A separate program that displays information about the current state of the
battery. By default, this program runs automatically when you run Windows.

bit The smallest unit of computer data (binary digit).

deep cycledischarge A user-initiated charging method that completely discharges Nickel Metal Hydride
(NiMH) batteries before charging them again. This helps eliminate “ memory effect,” reconditions the
batteries, and helpsincrease their capacity.

desktop The screen background for Windows on which windows, icons, and dialog boxes appear.

dust cover A cover that provides added protection for the serial, parallel, and video ports when they are
not being used.

external power Any of the approved devices used to supply power to the mobile computer including the
AC adapter, the vehicle adapter, and the vehicle cradle.

external power light The second light from the left on the indicator panel, thislight illuminates when the
computer is operating on external power. If abattery isinstalled, the external power supply automatically
begins charging the battery when power is connected. The light blinks to indicate the battery is being
charged; it remains on when the battery isfully charged.

fast charge A method of quickly increasing the battery capacity while the mobile computer is attached to
external power. Thisisthe normal and preferred charging method. It takes approximately three hoursto
fully charge the battery using this method.

hard disk A rigid magnetic storage device that provides fast access to stored data. The standard hard disk
for the mobile computer is ruggedized to withstand more shock and vibration than hard disksin typical
notebook computers.

hardware The electronic components, boards, peripherals, and equipment that make up your computer
system.
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indicator lights The small lights located between the display and the keyboard that blink or remain on or
off to indicate activity on the system. They include an On/Off light, an External Power light, a Disk
Activity light, and a Radio On/Off light.

keyboard Thekeyboard isweather sealed and designed with 93 percent standard key spacing.

MaxBright A feature available on the 10.4-inch color display that intensifies the backlight to its maximum
brightness. Pressing FN+F1 toggles MaxBright on and off.

megabytes (MB) A unit of memory measurement equal to approximately one million bytes (1,048,576
bytes).

megahertz (MHz) A measurement of electrical frequency equal to one million cycles per second.
microphone Using the Speaker Phone application, the microphone allows a user to talk to another person.

Microsoft Windows and Windows 95 An operating environment for MS-DOS used on IBM-compatible
computers that provides users with graphical windows in which to do their work. All Windows
applications have consistent features such as command menus, windows, and dial og boxes.

mouse pointer and buttons On the mobile computer, the integrated mouse pointer is located directly
below the spacebar on the keyboard. The left and right mouse buttons are located on either side of the
mouse painter.

MS-DOS Microsoft Disk Operating System. The standard, single-user operating system of IBM-
compatible computers.

Nickel Metal Hydride battery (NiMH) The standard types of rechargeable batteries used in the mobile
computer.

on/off light Theleft-most light on the indicator panel, thislight illuminates when you turn on the mobile
computer; it also blinksto let you know the battery is getting low.
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onlinehelp A help utility available on-screen while you are using an application.
operating system A set of programs that manage the overall operation of the computer.
parallel port A port that can be used to connect a printer.

PC card A self-contained, credit card-sized device that can be used to store programs, data, or to expand
the capabilities of your computer.

port An interface between the computer and external devices.

Power On Self Test (POST) A diagnostic test run by the computer’s BIOS system when the computer
restarts.

power port A port used to connect the external power supply to the mobile computer.

radio on/off light The right-most light on the indicator panel. If your computer is equipped with aradio
modem, this light turns on when the radio modem is powered on. When the computer is off, the light
blinks to indicate a message is waiting.

Random AccessMemory (RAM) The computer’s primary working memory in which program
instructions and data are stored so they are accessible directly to the central processing unit (CPU).

RJ-11 connector A port used by the internal modem to communicate over standard voice grade telephone
lines.

ruggedized The unique design of mobile computersthat are built to withstand rugged and rough
environments.

serial port A port that can be used to connect a printer or modem.

dow charge A method of increasing the battery capacity while the computer is attached to external power.
This method uses lower AC voltage. It takes approximately 16 hoursto fully charge the battery using this
method.
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software System, utility, or application programs expressed in a computer-readable language. Software
programstell the hardware components what to do.

speaker Located on the bottom of the computer, the speaker provides sound for the unit.

Speaker Phone application The Speaker Phone application is a separate program that allows you to dial a
number and talk with another person over telephone lines. To run this application, double-click the
Speaker Phone icon in the Mobile Computer Tools folder.

stand alonecharger An optional charging device used to charge an additional battery for the computer.

suspend mode  Suspend mode turns off certain functions of the computer if there is no activity for auser-
specified time. The computer also enters suspend mode if the battery capacity becomes critically low and
external power is not connected or the battery is not replaced. Some systems do not automatically enter
suspend mode when they are connected to external power.

System Configuration Utility (SCU) A utility that allows you to change default settings for your
hardware options and power management.

Taskbar In Windows 98, the area along the bottom of the screen that contains the Start button and buttons
for windows, documents, or applications that are open.

utility A program that helps you maintain and improve the efficiency of the computer system.

vehicleadapter An optional device that supplies power from the vehicle battery to operate the computer
and charge the battery installed in the unit. It typically connects to the vehicle battery using the cigarette
lighter socket.

vehiclecradle An optional, vehicle-based docking station designed to safely secure the computer in a
vehicle. You can also use the vehicle cradle to charge batteries, or to communicate with other devices.
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Video GraphicsArray (VGA) Video graphics technology that supports up to 256 colors and a graphics
resolution of 640 x 480 pixels.
