e Thisdevice containsa WLAN radio transmitter, a Sierra Wireless AC750 WAN radio
transmitter and a Blue Tooth radio Transmitter. To comply with FCC RF exposure
requirements when using the Sierra Wireless AC750 WAN radio transmitter, a
minimum separation distance of 20 cm must be maintained between the external dipole
antennaand all users/bystanders. When using the WLAN transmitter, a minimum
separation distance of 20 cm must be maintained between the top center edge of the
LCD display and all users/bystanders.
