* When there is no Bluetooth connection
for 15 minutes or the battery is at low level,
the speaker turns off automatically to save
power.

* When there is neither audio playback nor
user operation for 5 minutes, the current
Bluetooth connection is disconnected,
the Bluetooth indicators is dimmed,
and the speaker enters standby mode
automatically.

Check the battery level

The speaker is powered by the built-in
rechargeable battery. After power-on,
the speaker shows the battery level
immediately, and the battery indication
disappears in five seconds.

«  To manually check the battery level,
briefly press O in either power-on or
power-off mode.
