Charge Your Speaker

If the battery power is low, the speaker beeps
toalert you. Use the USB charging cable to
charge the speaker.

» Thechargingindicator lights red when
charging and turns off when fully charged.

« Afullcharge takes about 3.5 hours. When
fully charged, the speaker is capable of
operating for up to 6 hours at medium
volume.

Use Your Speaker

Pairing Bluetooth Devices

1. Turnonthe speaker. When the Bluetooth
indicator flashes quickly, your speaker is
searching for Bluetooth devices.

2. Activate your device's Bluetooth function
(refer to your device's user's guide). When
your device locates AUVIO PBT600,
selectit. When paired, the Bluetooth
indicator flashes slowly.

3. Youcancontrol your speaker through
your device or with the speaker's M/ o/,
+/=,and ¢/ Ml buttons.

+ Ifasmartphoneis connectedand you
receive a call, you can answer the call
by pressing M1/~ and speak into the
microphone (8).

+ Pressandhold P/ 2 for 3 seconds
to disconnect Bluetooth. The speaker
starts searching for another Bluetooth
device.

+ Pressthe ¢/ » buttons to skip to
the previous or next track. To rewind
or fast forwarding a track, use the
controls of your device.

+ Whenyou press and hold the +
buttonand hear abeep, the speaker
is atits maximum volume.

Notes:
 If prompted fora PIN, enter 0000.

+ You candownload Auvio EQ App free
from the App Store*™and Google Play™
to customize your calls and music. Not all
Android™ phones can use this app.

» The speaker automatically turns to sleep
mode if there is no Bluetooth connection
after 15 minutes. The Bluetooth indicator
flashes slowerly. Press and hold bl / 2
button for 3 seconds to wake it up.



Device Not Pairing?

Many Bluetooth-enabled devices,
such as speakers, remember the
most recently paired source (music,
smartphone, etc.) and automatically
reconnect whenturnedon. Thisis
convenient, but can prevent you
from connecting to a new source.

If you can't pair your speaker, you may need to
disconnect it fromits previous source.

Disconnect Your Device

To disconnect the paired device, press and
hold the speaker's M/ 2 button for 3 seconds
until the speaker sounds beep and the
Bluetoothindicator flashes blue. The speaker
starts searching for another Bluetooth
device.

Connecting with AUX IN

Connecta 3.5mm audio cable (not included)
to your audio device, then connect to
your speaker's AUX IN jack. The Bluetooth
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indicator is off and Bluetooth is automatically
deactivated.

Note: The controls on the speaker are
disabled for AUXIN connections. Use the
controls on your audio device to control music
playback.
