BATTERY INSTALLATION
1. Before using the NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station you will need to first remove the battery tab.
2. Pull the plastic tab out from the back of the product and discard (See Figure 1).

3. The NX Wall Station is now powered and can be installed using one of the three approved methods listed below :

FIGURE 1: REMOVAL OF BATTERY TAB

WALL MOUNT INSTALLATION

1. To mount your NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station directly onto a wall, first thoroughly clean the wall’s surface with isopropyl alcohol to remove any
dirt or dust (Do not mount to applications where wallpaper is applied).

2. Remove the plastic backing to the 3M Command™ Strip and align the strip with the recessed area on the back of the NX Wall Station (See Figure 2).

3. Peel off the opposite side of the plastic backing and ensure that the product is level before pressing firmly to the wall. Hold for 30 seconds to
ensure adhesion (See Figure 2).
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4. Install the magnetic NX Wall Station faceplate, or a decora style faceplate of your choice. If a faceplate other than the one provided requires screws,
use the shorter 6mm screws provided to anchor the faceplate to the NX Wall Station.

ADJACENT GANG BOX INSTALLATION

1. To mount your NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station directly onto a wall adjacent to a standard gang box, first thoroughly clean the wall’s surface with
isopropyl alcohol to remove any dirt or dust (Do not mount to applications where wallpaper is applied).

2. Mount the decora style faceplate to the NX Wall Station using the provided 6mm screws.
3. Remove the plastic backing to the 3M Command™ Strip and align the strip with the recessed area on the back of the NX Wall Station.

4. Peel off the opposite side of the plastic backing and ensure that the product is level before pressing firmly to the wall. Hold for 30 seconds to
ensure adhesion.

5. Carefully align the faceplate with the existing wall switches before pressing firmly to the wall. Hold for 30 seconds to ensure adhesion
(See Figure 3).

6. Install the remaining faceplate screws into the adjacent wall switch(es).

DIRECT GANG BOX INSTALLATION
1. Turn power OFF at the service panel before installing the NX Wall Station.

2. Install the ground wire assembly on the access door of the NX Wall Station as seen in Figure 4.

3. Connect the ground wire attached to the NX Wall Station to the ground wired located in the gang box.

4. If you choose this method of installation, the 3M Command™ Strip is on not required. If direct mounting to a gang box use the longer 22mm screws
provided to mount the device directly to the gang box (See Figure 5).

5. Install a standard decora faceplate (not included) using the shorter 6mm screws provided to anchor the faceplate to the NX Wall Station.
CAUTION: the NX Wall Station faceplate provided is not intended for use when mounting directly to a gang box.

6. Turn the power ON at the service panel once installation is complete.

BATTERY REPLACEMENT

NOTE: The NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station uses a standard CR2032 battery ONLY, and has an expected lifetime up to 5 years under normal
operating conditions.

1. To access the battery first remove the faceplate from the NX Wall Station.

2. After the faceplate has been removed press the module assembly as indicated in Figure 6 tilting the top toward you to remove the device from the
mounting plate.

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3. After the module assembly has been removed turn the device over to reveal the battery located on the back.
4. Remove the battery by inserting your finger in the notch and pulling it toward you as seen in Figure 6.
5. When replacing the battery, be sure to install with the positive (+) side facing out so it is visible.

6. To replace the module line up the tabs on the bottom of the module assembly with the arrows on the bottom of the mounting plate as seen in
Figure 7.

7. Tilt the top of the module assembly up and press it firmly until it clicks into place.

8. Reinstall the faceplate.

PROGRAMMING INSTRUCTIONS

1. To discover the NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station you must first place the device into the discovery mode.

2. Press the top button of the NX Wireless Rocker Wall Station you are attempting to discover and hold for 3 seconds.
3. Once the LED at the bottom of the device begins to blink it is now discoverable via the control[HUBB mobile app.
4. Go to the controlHUBB mobile app and locate the devices unique ID and select the device.

5. Once you select the device you can now configure the wall station settings.
