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Remove the back cover to access the battery compartment, SIM card slot, and
storage card slot.

1. Turn off HTC Wildfire S and hold it securely with the front fac.ng dcwn.

2. With your finger, pry open the back cover from the sma!l opening near the
POWER button.

1. Press the bottom part of the back cover first by aligning into the openings
located at the bottom part of the back of HTC Wildfire S.

The SIM card contains your prionc number, service details, and phonebook/message
memory.

Some legacy /1 cards nay not function with HTC Wildfire S. You should consult
with your rnobile ¢perator for a replacement SIM card. There may be fees for this
service.

HTC Wildiire S uses a rechargeable battery.

How lonc the pattery can last before it needs recharging depends on how you use
HTC Wildfire S. Among these are the features and accessories you use (for example,
leaving your Bluetooth™ connection always on uses more power). Long phone calls
and frequent web browsing uses up a lot of battery power. Also, consider your
location: poor signal strength from your mobile network and extreme temperature
make the battery work harder.
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Before using HTC Wildfire S for the first time, you need to remove the thin film
wrapped around the battery.

3. Pull up on the thin film to remove it.

Right after you take HTC Wildfire S out from the bo for the first time, don’t forget
to remove the thin film wrapped around the battery cho*'s inside HTC Wildfire S.

NMhen you charge the battery and R TC VVildfire S is on, the charging battery icon is
displayed in the status bar. After the betery has been fully charged, the charging
battery icon turns to a full batter icon ﬁ

\ As a safety precaution, tho battery stops charging when it overheats.

Press the POWER button. Easy.

\ When you turn on HTC Wildfire S for the first time, you'll need to set it up.
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1. If the display is off, press the POWER button to turn it back on, then unlock the
screen.

2. Press and hold the POWER button for a few seconds.

3. When the Power options menu appears, tap Power off.

Most SIM cards come with a PIN (personal identification riimber) set by your mobile
operator. If you're asked for a PIN, enter it and ther tap OK,

Flicy Flicking the screen is similar to =w.ping, except that you need to swipe
your finger in light, qjuicizer <trokes. This finger gesture is always in a
vertical direction such as v/hen flicking the contacts or message list.

Rotate For most scir=ens, you can automatically change the screen orientation
from portrait (o Icnd<cape by turning HTC Wildfire S sideways. When
entering axt, you can turn the phone sideways to bring up a bigger
keyboard.

Pinch In soime apps, like Gallery or the web browser, you can “pinch” the screen
u-ing two fingers (for example, thumb and index finger) to zoom in or
zoo'n out when viewing a picture or a web page.
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When you switch on HTC Wildfire S for the first time, you'll be asked to set it up. You
can choose your language, how you want to connect to the Internet, and whether you
want your current location to be automatically detected. If you still have personal
contacts and calendar events stored on your old phone, you can easi! transfer them
to HTC Wildfire S through Bluetooth as well.

Be sure to sign in to your Google Account so you can use Gooygle 2ops like Gmail™ and
Android Market™. You can also set up your other email accourits, favorite social
networks like Facebook and Twitter™, and more.

Just follow the onscreen instructions and you'll be un and running in no time.

Some features that need to connect to the Internet such as location-based services
and auto-sync of your online accounts rnay incur ¢ xtra data fees from your mobile
operator. Don’t worry. You can enabl: or disa.c them in HTC Wildfire S settings as
you go along later on.

There are several ways you can =dd contacts to HTC Wildfire S. You can sync HTC

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Adjusting the ringer volume changes the volume level of the HTC Wildfire S ringtone,
while adjusting the media volume changes the volume '=vel Of sound notifications and
music or video playback.

Press the VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOW ! britton to adjust the ringer volume to
your desired level. The Ringer voliime window appears on the screen to display
the volume levels.

While in the lowest ringer voiume level (Silent mode), press VOLUME DOWN
once to switch to Vibrate mode. i he vibrate mode icon appears in the status
bar.

While in Vibrate modc. nress VOLUME UP once to switch to silent mode. The
speaker mute icon B displays in the status bar.

Whenr plaving 1music or watching video, press the VOLUME UP or VOLUME DOWN
button to aditct the volume. The Media volume window appears on the screen to
display tie volume level.

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Sleep mode saves battery power by putting HTC Wildfire S into a low power state
while the display is off.
