Adding a Word to the Predictive Text Dictionary

Your device comes with a list oi words that it references
for predictive text suggestions. Sometimes you may
need to add a word 1o the predictive text dictionary, for
example a name or a specialized technical word.

While enlering text using the Standard keyboard layout,
if you tap any word on the suggestion list, it is
auiormatically added to the predictive text dictionary if it
was not in the dictionary already.

To manually add a word to the predictive text dictionary:

1. Press @) >@, and then tap Settings > Language &
keyboard > Touch Input > Personal dictionary.
