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Navigation functions
You can find an optimal route to a destination, see various 
information such as gas stations and charging stations, or use 
other navigation functions.

• Vehicle location may not be displayed correctly if:
 - The vehicle is driving on a Y-shaped or spiral road 

with narrow angles.
 - The vehicle is driving closely to another road.
 - The vehicle is driving on a road where there are 

many tall buildings in the vicinity.
 - The vehicle is driving on a new road or a road under 

construction.
 - The vehicle is transported by a ferry or heavy-duty 

transport vehicle.
 - The vehicle is driving in a rugged mountain area or 

on a steep curve road.
 - The vehicle is entering a public road after making 

a turn through the turntable in a underground 
parking lot or multi-story parking lot.

 - The vehicle stops and starts repeatedly or moves 
slowly in front of an intersection.

 - The system has rebooted after the vehicle battery 
was recharged or replaced.

• Navigation service may not be provided correctly under 
the following conditions:
 - When the vehicle drives on a straight road 

continuously, the system may guide you to drive 
straight. It is not a malfunction.

 - Guidance may not be followed immediately after 
the vehicle makes a turn at an intersection or drives 
through an intersection.

 - The system may guide you to make a U-turn in a 
prohibited area.

 - The system may guide you to a traffic-blocked road 
(e.g. no-entry road or road under construction).

 - The system may guide you to a road away from the 
destination when there is no road to the destination 
or there are only narrow roads on the way.

 - Guidance may not be proper when the vehicle is off 
the route.

 - Guidance may not match the actual distance on an 
overpass or underpass due to the difference of the 
start point.
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4 Select the desired route from the searched ones 
and tap Start Guidance.

 Ý Caution

The information on the map may differ from actual road 
conditions depending on the driving conditions and the 
location of the vehicle.
• When converted to the electronic map, the information 

may differ from actual road conditions. When guidance 
does not match the actual route, drive the vehicle 
according to actual road conditions.

• The system may provide guidance that differs from the 
actual route due to a change in road conditions. When 
guidance does not match the actual route, drive the 
vehicle according to road conditions with observing 
the traffic regulations. When the vehicle reaches a zone 
that matches the actual route, the system guides the 
route correctly.

Finding a route easily

1 Perform any of the following options:
 • In case of One Page Home Screen on the All Menus 

screen, tap Places.
 • In case of Multi-page Home Screen on the All Menus 

screen, tap Navigation Menu > Places.

2 Enter a name (trade name), address, phone 
number, and other destination information and 
perform a search. Select the destination from 
the search results on the left.

 • To see the search result for a specified area, tap All 
and then select the desired area.

 • To change the sorting order, tap  and select a 
sorting criteria.

3 Check the location of the destination and then 
tap Routes.
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f Zooms out the map.
g Guides the point to change the driving direction.
h Guides the next point to change the driving direction.
i Displays the lanes in different colors.

 • Blue: Recommended lane
 • White: Available lane
 • Gray: Unavailable lane

j Displays quick menu items that can be used during a 
guidance.

k Displays the remaining distance to the destination and 
the estimated time of arrival. For more details, tap the 
information item.

l Can cancel the route guidance.
m Displays or hides the detailed guidance.

• To see only the map with no destination, tap the map 
area on the Home screen or press the [MAP] button on 
the control panel.

• When you are subscribed to the Blue Link service, you 
can transmit the current location of the vehicle to a 
third party. > see “Sharing the vehicle location.”

Navigation screen

The navigation screen provides various functions and 
information, as follows:

a Displays the Home screen.

 • (2D Heading Up): Rotates the map depending on the 
travel direction.

 • (2D North Up): Displays the map with the north fixed 
at the top.

c You can adjust the volume of navigation or GPS warning 
sound.

d Zooms in the map.
e The scale of the map automatically changes.
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When the detailed guidance appears while driving, 
select and perform the desired function.
 • To check information on the zone for a turn, tap Simple.
 • To check the types and locations of convenience facilities in 

a rest area, tap Rest Area.
 • For information details about each zone such as 

intersections, interchanges, and rest areas, tap Detail.

 [ Using the detailed guidance

When the vehicle needs to change the driving direction or 
lanes, a zoomed-in map automatically appears.

• To display or hide the detailed guidance, tap  or 
.

• When the vehicle is driving on an expressway with no 
guidance, the list for detailed information displays the 
interchanges, junctions, and rest areas ahead up to 30 
items.
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Resuming routing

You can resume routing based on the traffic information 
update.

On the navigation screen, tap  > Route > 
Reroute.
Depending on the current traffic conditions, it resumes routing.

Adjusting the navigation volume

You can adjust the volume of navigation or GPS warning sound.

On the navigation screen, tap  and then tap  or 
, or use the control bar to adjust the volume.

• To have the navigation sound always output first 
over multimedia sound, check Navigation Guidance 
Priority.

• To turn off the navigation sound, tap  and then tap 
.

• To adjust the navigation volume, on the All Menus 
screen, tap Setup > Sound > Navigation Volume > 
Use Map Screen Volume Buttons or Volume Knob. 
During guidance, use the [VOL] knob on the control 
panel or the [+/-] lever on the steering wheel to adjust 
the navigation volume.

Canceling the route guidance

To stop route guidance and remove the 
destination, tap Stop Route.
The destination displayed at the bottom of the screen 
disappears and the Stop Route is replaced by Resume Route.

To resume guidance to the previous destination, tap 
Resume Route.

Changing the route search criteria

You can change the route search criteria to resume routing.

1 On the navigation screen, tap  > Route > 
Route Options.

2 Select a search criterion and tap Start 
Guidance.

Available options may differ depending on the vehicle 
model and specifications.
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Using the unified search (Places)

You can enter the name, address, phone number, facility 
name, term, or other destination information and then select a 
destination from the search result.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Places.

2 Enter the name, phone number, address, or 
other destination information.
The search result based on the entry appears in real time 
on the left.

 • Note the following example. 
e.g.  Hyundai Motor Company (head office), 02-3464-

0000, Heonreung-ro 12, Seocho-gu, Seoul
 • You can search for a destination simply by entering 

the initial letters of the name. 
e.g. Hyundai Motor Group: HMG

Various ways to find routes
On the Navigation menu, you can set the destination by using 
various searches, such as entering the location information or 
selecting from recent destinations or categorized places.

Perform any of the following options:
 • On the All Menus screen, tap Navigation Menu.

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Searching by previous destinations

You can set a destination by selecting from the recently 
searched ones.

Destinations.
The navigated destinations appear in the list.

2 Select the desired destination from the list.
 • To categorize the searched items, select a category.
 • To change the sorting order, tap  and select a 

sorting criteria.

3 Check the location of the destination and then 
tap Routes.

 [ Displaying the points of interest on the map

You can set to display nearby points of interest on the map.

On the navigation screen, tap  > Nearby POIs 
and select an item to display on the map.

On the navigation screen, tap  > Nearby POIs, select a 
type to change, and then tap Edit POI to edit the POI type 
to display.
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Searching for service stations

You can easily search for service centers or service stations.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Service 
Station.

2 Select a service station or service center from 
the list.

 • To categorize the searched items, select a category.
 • To change the sorting order, tap  and select a 

sorting criteria.

3 Check the location of the destination and then 
tap Routes.

 [ Deleting a previous destination

1 On the Previous Destinations screen, tap 
Delete.

2 Select the destination(s) to delete and tap 
Delete.
You can delete the selected place(s) or all places.
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2 Enter the place name, address, phone number, 
or other information to search.

Prefix search is not supported. Accordingly, enter full 
words to perform search.

Using the Kakao Search service

When the destination cannot be searched by the navigation 
system, use Kakao Search to find the destination.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Kakao 
Search.

When you change the language displayed on the 
system to English, the corresponding feature is not 
supported. Change the system language to Korean 
( ). For more information: > see “Language.“
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Editing the route

You can edit the current route so that you can travel via 
waypoints on the way to the destination. You can add up to two 
waypoints.

 [ Setting a waypoint

You can search for a desired place and set it as a waypoint.

1 Search for a waypoint through various methods. 
> see “Various ways to find routes.”

2 On the map for a search, tap Add Waypoint.
The selected waypoint is immediately added to the route.

3 After adding waypoints, tap Reroute.

4 Select the updated route and then tap Start 
Guidance.

3 Select the desired location from the searched 
items and set it as a destination.

 • To change the sorting order, tap  and select a 
sorting criteria.

 • The searched items appear up to 20.

• To use Kakao Search, subscribe to the Blue Link service.
• The road information by the Blue Link may differ from 

actual road conditions. Be sure to drive according to 
actual road conditions and regulations.

• The estimated time of arrival and remaining time 
to destination are calculated based on the traffic 
conditions. The calculated times may differ depending 
on the change in traffic conditions.

• Depending on the map update time, guidance on a new 
road may not match actual road conditions.

• Kakao Search is affiliated with Kakao Corporation. The 
searched items depend on the Kakao database for 
search.
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3 After editing the route, tap Reroute.

4 Select the updated route and then tap Start 
Guidance.

 [ Deleting a waypoint

You can delete a waypoint from the route.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Edit 
Route.

2 Select a waypoint to delete from the route and 
then tap .

3 To search the route again after excluding the 
deleted waypoint, tap Reroute.

4 Select the updated route and then tap Start 
Guidance.

 [ Changing the order of waypoints

You can change the order of waypoints on the route.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Edit 
Route.

2 Select a waypoint to change the order and then 
drag it to the desired position or tap  or .

To add another waypoint on the Edit Route screen, tap 
Add a waypoint.
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3 Select the roads to avoid and tap Reroute.

4 Select the updated route and then tap Start 
Guidance.

When there is any zone under construction ahead on 
the way, you are prompted to confirm whether or not to 
exclude the zone from the route. To avoid the zone, tap 
Yes to resume routing.

 [ Avoiding specific zones

You can resume routing after excluding the specified roads 
such as congested roads or roads under construction.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Route 
Overview.

2 Tap Route Info.
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Registering a searched place as a 
favorite place

You can search and register a desired place.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Address 
Book.

2 Select the group to register the place to.

3 Tap Places and enter a keyword for a search.
 • You can also search for the place by using other 

methods. > see “Various ways to find routes.”
 • To register the current position, tap Current Point.

4 Check the location and information of the 
current position and then tap Done.

The place is registered as a favorite place.

Using registered places
Use the favorite places to set a destination easily.

Registering the current position as a 
favorite place

1 On the Navigation screen, tap  > Save.

2 Select the group to register the current position 
to.

The place is registered as a favorite place.
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Setting a registered favorite place as a 
destination

You can set the destination with a registered favorite place.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Address 
Book.

2 Select the desired group.

3 Select the place to set as a destination.

4 Check the location of the destination and then 
tap Routes.

Registering a frequently visited place 
as a favorite place

You can register your home, office, or other frequently visited 
place as a favorite place for ease of search.

1 At the bottom of the Navigation Menu screen, 
select a button that has .

2 Tap Yes.

3 Tap Places and enter a keyword for a search.
 • You can also search for the place by using other 

methods. > see “Various ways to find routes.”
 • To register the current position, tap Current Point.

4 Check the location and information of the 
current position and then tap Done.

The selected place is saved as a special destination and displayed 
as a shortcut button below the list of navigation functions.
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Editing the registered place

You can change the place name, phone number, and other 
information of a favorite place.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Address 
Book.

2 Select the desired group.

3 Tap Edit next to the place for information change.

4 After changing the information, tap Save.

Registering a frequently visited place 
as a destination

When your home, office, or other frequently visited places are 
registered as special destinations, you can easily set any of 
them as a destination.

At the bottom of the Navigation Menu screen, tap 
a desired shortcut button.
Route guidance immediately starts for the destination.

When guidance to a destination is in progress, tap 
Change Destination.
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Finding gas stations and 
charging stations
You can search nearby gas stations and charging stations to 
obtain real-time fuel prices.

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Fuel Price 
Info.

2 Tap Filters and set the search criteria.

3 Select the desired gas station or charging 
station from the searched ones.
You can see the locations, fuel prices, and other information 
of the gas station or charging station.

To change the sorting order, tap  and select a 
sorting criteria.

4 To set the selected gas station or charging 
station as a destination, tap Routes.

 • To add the selected gas station or charging station 
to the route without changing the destination, tap 
Add Waypoint.

 • To register the location of the selected gas station 
or charging station, tap Save.

Deleting a registered favorite place(s)

1 On the Navigation Menu screen, tap Address 
Book.

2 Select the desired group.

3 Among the registered favorite places, select a 
place to delete and tap Delete.

4 Select the destination(s) to delete and tap 
Delete.
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Updating the map
For accurate and fast guidance, it is recommended to 
keep the map data up-to-date.

Download the latest version from the company 
website and update the map data. > see “Updating the 

system software and map.”
When you set to display the gas station or charging 
station on the map, you can tap its icon to see 
information.

You can check notices, accident and construction zone alerts on 
the map.

Connecting a Bluetooth device
Making a call via Bluetooth

Accepting an incoming call over Bluetooth

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Connecting a Bluetooth 
device
Bluetooth is a short-range wireless networking technology. 
The Bluetooth communication function allows you to exchange 
data by connecting a Bluetooth device to another neighboring 
Bluetooth device without a cable connection. With this function, 
you can use different types of devices more efficiently.

To make a phone call or play audio from a Bluetooth device, 
check the following first:
 • For a device that is not registered to the system, > see 

“Registering a device.”
 • A registered device will automatically connect to the 

system when you bring it near the system. If it does not 
automatically connects, > See“Connecting a registered device.“, 
“Disconnecting a registered device.”

 ÜWarning

Pull over the vehicle at a safe place before connecting a 
Bluetooth device to the system. When a traffic accident 
occurs while attempting connection, it may cause severe 
or fatal injury.

• The Bluetooth connection function supports only the 
hands-free and audio related functions. Connect your 
mobile phone, MP3 player, or device that supports the 
hands-free or audio function.

• For more information about compatible devices, visit 
the company website at http://www.hyundai.com.

Registering a device

To connect a Bluetooth device to the system, first add the 
device to the list of Bluetooth devices on the system.

You can add Bluetooth devices up to 6.

1 On the All Menus screen, tap Setup > Device 
Connections > Bluetooth > Bluetooth 
Connections > Add New.

To register a device for the first time, press the [ ] 
button on the steering wheel or by tapping Phone on 
the All Menus screen. 

2 Select the function to connect.
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• After the access request is approved, it may take a 
while until Bluetooth connection is completed. As soon 
as Bluetooth connection is completed, the Bluetooth 
connection indicator icon appears at the top of the 
screen.

• Access to data can be enabled or disabled by using the 
Bluetooth Settings menu on the mobile phone. For 
more details, refer to the mobile phone’s user manual.

• You cannot register another device while operating a 
Bluetooth device.

• In order not to use the automatic Bluetooth connection, 
turn off the Bluetooth function on the device.

3 Turn on Bluetooth on the Bluetooth device to 
connect and select the vehicle system on the list 
of searched devices.

The system’s Bluetooth name can be seen on the Add 
New window.

4 Check that the authentication code on the 
Bluetooth device screen matches the one on the 
system screen and approve the connection on 
the device.

5 When your Bluetooth device is a mobile phone, 
to download the contacts and messages from 
the phone, you must allow the access request 
on the mobile phone.

Access is only required to use Bluetooth calling. There 
will be no access request when you connect an audio 
device.
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 [ Bluetooth connection screen

Connecting a registered device

To use a Bluetooth device, first connect a registered Bluetooth 
device to the system.

You can add one Bluetooth hands-free kit or up to two 
Bluetooth audio devices.

1 On the All Menus screen, tap Setup > Device 
Connections > Bluetooth > Bluetooth 
Connections.

2 Tap the device name to connect or tap Connect.

• If you cannot connect your device, check to make sure 
its Bluetooth option is enabled.

• When the connection is terminated abnormally due to 
being out of range or device failures, the connection is 
automatically restored as soon as the device returns to 
the connection range or normal state.

• When connection is unstable due to a Bluetooth 
communication error, on the All Menus screen, tap Setup 
> Device Connections > Bluetooth > Reset to reset the 
Bluetooth function and connect the device again.

Making a call via Bluetooth
You can connect a Bluetooth device with the hands-free 
function to use a Bluetooth phone. The Bluetooth connection 
allows you to view call details directly from the system 
screen, and to make calls safely and easily using the system 
microphone and speaker.

 ÜWarning
• Pull over the vehicle at a safe place before connecting 

your mobile phone. When a traffic accident occurs 
while attempting connection, it may cause severe or 
fatal injury.

• While driving, do not make a call by dialing a phone 
number or do not pick up your phone to talk. 
Distraction by the use of a mobile phone may cause 
you not to recognize traffic flow around and not to 
cope with unexpected situations. As a result, a traffic 
accident may occur. If necessary, use the Bluetooth 
hands-free function and make the call as short as 
possible.

Disconnecting a registered device

1 On the All Menus screen, tap Setup > Device 
Connections > Bluetooth > Bluetooth 
Connections.

2 Tap the connected device name or tap 
Disconnect.

Deleting a registered device

If you will no longer use a Bluetooth device or you want to add 
a new device when 6 devices are already registered, delete an 
existing registered device.

1 On the All Menus screen, tap Setup > Device 
Connections > Bluetooth > Bluetooth 
Connections > Delete Devices.

2 Select a device to delete and tap Delete.
To delete all registered devices, tap Mark All > Delete.

3 Tap Yes.

Deleting a registered device will remove all associated 
contacts and the call history from the system.
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• The download may not work in some phone models. 
For more information about compatibility, visit the 
company website at http://www.hyundai.com.

• You can download up to 50 call records for each list.
• The call times do not appear on the system screen.
• You cannot download call records when the download 

is prohibited by the phone. Some phone models may 
require approval for a download. When a successful 
download is not made, check the phone screen or its 
settings.

• When call records are newly downloaded, the previous 
records are removed.

• Learn more about receiving calls while using Bluetooth 
connection. > see “Accepting an incoming call over 
Bluetooth.”

Dialing from the recent call list

Make calls directly from call history of your mobile device.
When you connect your mobile device and system over 
Bluetooth, the list of recent calls from the device will be 
downloaded to the system and you can call them again by 
selecting them from the system screen. The system has a built-
in microphone and speaker that allows using phone safely and 
easily.

1 Perform any of the following options:
 • On the All Menus screen, tap Phone.
 • On the steering wheel, press the [ ] button.

2 On the Bluetooth Call screen, tap .

3 Choose a call from the list.
The system dials the selected number.

You can move to a desired number by pushing the 
[ / ] lever on the steering wheel without tapping 
on the screen.
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Dialing from the favorites list

Make a list of frequently used phone numbers to call them 
quickly in the future.
When you connect your mobile device and system over 
Bluetooth, your contacts stored on the device will be 
downloaded to the system, and you can add frequently used 
phone numbers to the favorites list. Call your favorite contacts 
quickly and easily by selecting them from the list.

1 Perform any of the following options:
 • On the All Menus screen, tap Phone.
 • On the steering wheel, press the [ ] button.

2 On the Bluetooth Call screen, tap .

3 On the favorites screen, tap Add New and select 
a name from the displayed list.

If you already have contacts on your favorites list, tap

• The downloaded contacts may be lost depending on the 
system specifications.

• Contacts from both the mobile device and its SIM card are 
downloaded at the same time. The system may not be able 
to download SIM card contacts from all phone models.

• When speed dial numbers are set to contacts on the phone, 
press and hold a speed dial number on the dial pad to make 
a call easily. Some mobile phone models may not support 
the speed dial function.

• You cannot download contacts when the download is 
prohibited by the phone. Some phone models may require 
approval for a download. When a successful download is not 
made, check the phone screen or its settings.

• Depending on the phone model or operation status, 
downloading may take longer than usual.

• When a new contacts list is downloaded, the previous 
records are removed.

 • Daylight: It is activated when Automatic is turned 
off. Keeps the display always bright regardless of the 
surrounding environment.

 • Night: It is activated when Automatic is turned off. Keeps 
the display always dark regardless of the surrounding 
environment.
