Connecting to Power

There are two ways in which to provide the camera with power. You can use batteries(AA

Alkaline or CR-V3), or alternatively, you can use an AC Adapter (DC 6V / 1.5A).

Using the batteries

1 Open the battery chamber cover by pushing in the

direction of the arrow.

2 Insert the batteries taking note of the polarity (+ / -).

3 To close the battery chamber cover, push it until it clicks.

Reference
This camera will automatically switch off when not in use for a period of time.
We recommend high–capacity ALKALINE batteries (1500mAh) as manganese batteries
cannot deliver sufficient power.

Note
Important information about battery usage

Please remove the batteries if the camera will not be used for long periods. 
Batteries can lose power over time and are prone to leaking if kept inside the camera.
Low temperatures (below O°C) can affect the performance of the batteries and you may
experience reduced battery life.
Batteries will normally recover at normal temperatures.
Do not use old and new batteries at the same time.
During extended use of the camera, the camera body may become warm. This is perfectly
normal. If you are planning to use this camera for long periods of time, it is advisable to
use an AC adapter.
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PREPARATION

Using the AC power adapter

If you have access to a mains supply, using an AC Adapter allows the camera to be used

for long periods of time. If you connect the camera to a computer, it is advisable to use an

AC adapter, as this will enable extended use.

Plug the adapter into the connection point (DC IN 6V) on the camera.

Please ensure that you use an AC adapter with the correct

specification for the camera (6v /1.5A).

Failure to do so may affect your warranty.

To prevent accidental damage to the camera, always use the strap.

Refer to the illustrations below

WARNING
Always turn off the power before taking the AC adapter out of the mains supply.

As with all mains powered devices, safety is important. Ensure that neither the camera nor

adapter comes into contact with water or metallic materials.

The front side of the CF
CARD (printed arrow) and the front side of the camera
should face in the same direction when the card is inserted.

Removing the CF CARD

1 Turn the power off using the power button ( ).

2 Push the Card eject lever ( ) down.

3 Remove CF CARD as shown in the picture.

Repeated use of a CF CARD will eventually reduce the card’s performance. Should this be

the case, you will need to purchase a new CF CARD. Wear and tear on the card is not

covered by the Samsung warranty.

If you open the card cover when the camera power is turned on, the power will  turn off

automatically.

Using a new CF CARD for the first time

Before using the CF CARD, it must be initialized.

Initializing prepares the CF CARD for recording data.

For more details, please refer to page 73

Preserving the CF CARD data

If the card is subjected to any of the following, the recorded data may become corrupted :

- When the CF CARD is used incorrectly.

- If the power is switched off while initializing, reading or removing the CF CARD.

It is advisable to copy important data onto other media as back-up e.g. floppy disks,

hard disks, CD etc.

Samsung cannot be held responsible for lost data.

Important information on the use of the CF CARD

If you switch off this camera while it is reading, initializing or playing, the information on the

CF CARD may be corrupted.

The CF CARD is an electronic precision device. Do not bend, drop or subject the card to any

heavy impact.

Do not store the CF CARD in an environment with strong electronic or magnetic fields, e.g.

near loud speakers or TV receivers.

Please do not use or store in an environment where there are extremes of temperature.

Do not allow the CF CARD to become dirty or to come into contact  with any liquid. 

Should this happen, clean the card with a soft cloth.

Please keep the CF CARD in its case when not in use.

During and after periods of extended use, you may notice that the CF CARD is warm. 

This is perfectly normal.

Selecting the date and time

You can record the date and time with the picture data in the CF CARD when you take a picture.
You will need to check and select the correct Date / Time when :
The camera is used for the first time. 
The batteries have been removed for a period longer than 1 hour.

1 Turn on the power by pressing the Power button.

2 Set the mode dial to the SETUP mode ( SET ).

3 The setup menu will show on the LCD monitor.

4 Move to the SET 2/3 menu by using the RIGHT
button( ) on the 5-function button.

5 Move to the DATE SETUP by using the DOWN button( ) on
the 5-function button and press the RIGHT button( ). 
A menu will then be displayed on the LCD monitor, as shown
alongside.

6 Select correct Date / Time by using the 5 -function button and press  the OK button to update Date /
Time. SET 2/3 menu will be displayed on the LCD monitor.

7 The setting is completed. The camera can now be used with the selected camera mode.

Camera working mode

You can select the desired working mode by using the mode dial located on the top of the
camera.
This digital camera has 6 working modes.  These are listed below

STILL PICTURE mode (      )
This mode is used for macro shots between 0.2m ~ 0.8m,
normal pictures from 0.8 ~ infinity and taking a moving subject
continuously.

NIGHT PICTURE mode (      )
This mode is used at night or against a dark background. 
In this mode you can select [LANDSCAPE] for scenery or
[PORTRAIT] for both scenery and portrait.

MOVIE CLIP mode (       )
This mode is used for movie clips.
The flash is changed to FLASH OFF when this mode is selected.

PLAY mode (      )
In this mode, the stored pictures on the CF CARD can be viewed on the LCD monitor on
the back of the camera or on an external monitor using a video output terminal.
If you view a shot which has additional sound recording, the sound will play back whilst
the picture is viewed. You can select single picture play back, 9 thumbnail screen, slide
show, picture protection, all picture deletion or CF CARD formatting in this mode.

PC mode (       )
Your computer will recognize the camera as a Removable Disk when connected by the
USB cable. You can transfer pictures between the computer and the camera.

SETUP mode (       )
In this mode, you can set up basic settings such as sound, format, auto power off, date /
time, LCD brightness.

1 To switch on the camera, press the POWER button ( ).

Pressing the shutter down fully takes the picture and stores the relevant data

regarding the shot.



TAKING PHOTOS
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Note
Select Macro shot mode when the subject is between 0.2m ~ 0.8m from the camera.

Refer to page 40 for information on Macro shooting.

If you do not select the correct shot mode appropriate to the distance from the subject to the

camera, you will not be able to obtain a clear shot of the subject. 

Avoid obstructing the Flash control sensor when you take a picture.  A picture can be spoiled

when a finger, hair or camera strap is in front of the Flash control sensor.

Using the LCD monitor extensively will drain the batteries. We recommend using the optical

viewfinder as often as possible in order to extend battery life. If the LCD monitor is more

appropriate, switching it off between shots will also help to extend the battery life.

Reference
If there is no card, [NO CARD!] message will show in the LCD monitor.

If there is no card, no buttons will function except for Power button and Mode dial.

If there is insufficient memory available:

If you press the shutter button halfway for the shot, the following message is displayed

and the camera will not operate.

To optimise the amount of memory in the camera, replace the CF CARD or delete

unnecessary pictures stored on the CF CARD.

TAKING PHOTOS
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Reference
There are two LED lamps (one green, one red) positioned next
to the viewfinder.

If the camera is in focus when you press the shutter button
halfway, the green LED will light up and you can take a picture.
If the red lamp lights up, the flash can fire.
If the red lamp blinks, the flash is being charged.
When a picture is being stored onto the CF CARD, the green lamp blinks slowly.  
When the picture data has been stored, the green LED light will go out.
After the green LED light has gone out, you can resume taking pictures.

Note
Under certain conditions the auto focus system may not perform as expected.

When photographing a subject that has little contrast.
If the subject is highly reflective or shiny.
If the subject is moving at high speed.
When the subject matter has only horizontal lines or the subject is very narrow (such as a
stick or flagpole).
If two subjects are selected within the autofocus mark range the camera is programmed to
select and focus on the nearer of the two.
When there is strong reflected light, or when the background is very bright.

Camera shake warning.
When the Flash Off mode is selected, the camera shake warning indicator (       ) may
appear on the LCD monitor. In this case, use a tripod, support the camera on a solid
surface or change the flash mode to flash shot mode.

Backlight compensated shot
When taking an outdoor shot, avoid facing the sun, as the picture may be dark because of
backlight.  In backlight conditions, please use the exposure compensation (refer to page
47).  Alternatively, press the METERING button after the LCD monitor comes on, and the
exposure will be adjusted accordingly.

Movie clip shot
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In a movie clip shot, sound is recorded at the same time.

The mode dial is rotated to MOVIE CLIP mode, the LCD monitor will be displayed as

shown below.
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Press the shutter button once and movie clips are recorded for as long as the available

recording time allows.

Movie clips will still be recorded if the shutter button is released.

If you wish to stop recording, press the shutter button again.

The self-timer lamp (red) on the front of the camera will illuminate during the recording.

POWER button

If the LANDSCAPE in NIGHT PICTURE mode is selected, 
the camera will default to        (infinity).

SETTING UP THE SHOOTING FUNCTION
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ZOOM (W/T) button

Used for digital or optical zooming in / out (Still picture, Night picture, Movie clip).
This camera has a 3X optical zoom and a 2 X digital zoom function.  Using both will offer a
total zoom ratio of 6 X.
When you press the zoom (W/T) button, the zoom bar will display in the upper centre of
the LCD monitor.

Under normal operating conditions the charging time for the flash is normally within 7
seconds. If the batteries are weak, the charging time will be longer.

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IMPORTANT NOTES

Your new Samsung camera is a precision instrument. Whilst it is designed to withstand

general wear and tear, there are some important points that will help you get maximum

service and reliability from your camera.

Severe changes in temperature and humidity.

Dust and dirt.

Direct sunlight or the inside of a vehicle in hot weather.

Environments where there is high magnetism or excessive vibration.

Areas with high explosives or highly flammable materials.

Pesticides, etc.

Sand can be particularly troublesome to cameras.

Sand or other small particulates can cause severe malfunctions.

Extremes in temperature may cause problems.

If the camera is transferred from a cold to a warm and humid environment, condensation

can form on the delicate electronic circuitry. If this occours, turn the camera off and wait

for at least 1 hour until all moisture is dispersed. Moisture build up can also occour in CF

CARDS. If this happens, turn off the camera and remove the CF CARD. Wait until the

moisture has dispersed.
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IMPORTANT NOTE

If the digital camera is not used for a long period, an electric discharge can occur. It is a

good idea to remove the batteries and CF CARD if the camera is not used for some time.

If the camera is exposed to electronic interferance, it will turn itself off to protect the CF

CARD.

Maintenance

Use a soft brush (available from photo stores) to GENTLY clean the lens and LCD

assemblies. If this does not work, lens-cleaning paper with lens cleaning fluid can be

used.

Clean the camera body with a soft cloth. Do not allow this camera contact with solvent

materials such as benzol, insecticide, thinners etc. 

This may damage the body shell of the camera and also affect its performance.

Rough handling can damage the  LCD monitor. Take care to avoid damage and keep

the camera in its protective carry case at all times.

DO NOT attempt to disassemble or modify the camera. It contains delicate parts and

there are high voltage circuits that can cause electric shocks.

Under certain conditions, static electricity can cause the flash unit to fire. 

This is not harmful to the camera and is not a malfunction.

When pictures are uploaded or downloaded, the data transfer may be affected by static

electricity. In this case, dis-connect and re-connect the USB cable before trying the

transfer again.

CONNECTING THE CAMERA

Connecting Macintosh USB port for mac
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The USB port has to be in the Macintosh or keyboard.

1 Connect the USB cable to the USB port on the

Macintosh.

2 Connect the other end of the USB cable to the

USB port of the camera

3 Set the mode dial (        ).

4 Switch the camera on.
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1 USB Driver for MAC is not included with the Application CD as MAC OS support the

camera driver.

2 Check MAC OS

This camera is available in MAC OS 9.X or later.

3 Connect the camera to the Macintosh and turn the camera power on in PC mode.

4 A new icon (Untitled) will be displayed on the desktop after USB Driver installation.

Using USB Driver for MAC.

1 Double click a new icon (Untitled) on the desktop and the folder in the CF CARD will be

displayed.

2 Select picture file and copy or move it to MAC.
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Please check the following if the USB connection malfunctions.

[case 1] The camera power is off.

Turn the camera power on.

We recommend using an AC power adapter in PC mode.  If you use batteries,

check the battery condition.

[case 2] The mode dial is not set to PC mode.

Rotate the mode dial to PC mode.

PC interfacing is available only in PC mode.

[case 3] USB Driver is not installed correctly.

Install the USB Driver correctly. Refer to pages 106 ~ 107

[case 4] The USB cable is not connected or you are using a cable with an incorrect

specification.

Use a USB cable with the correct specification.

[case 5] The CF CARD is not inserted or the camera can’t recognize the CF CARD.

Turn the camera power off and insert the CF CARD again.

[case 6] Occasionally the computer recognizes the USB as another device.

Install the camera driver correctly.

Turn the camera power off and remove the USB cable.

Connect the USB cable again and turn the camera power on.

Then the computer will recognise the camera.
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[case 7] There is an unexpected error during file transfer.

Turn the camera power off and on again. Then transfer the file again.

[case 8] How do I know my computer supports USB Interface?

Check the USB port in your computer or keyboard.

Check OS version. USB Interface is available in Windows 98, 98SE, 2000, ME

.XP.

Check [Universal serial bus controller] in Device Manager.

Do the following to check [Universal serial bus controller].

Win 98/ME : Trace [start setting controller system Device Manager 

Universal serial bus controller

Win 2K : Trace [start setting controller system Hardware Device

Manager Universal serial bus controller]. 

Win XP : Trace [start Control Panel Performance and Maintenance 

system Hardware Device Manager Universal Serial Bus

controller]. 

There must be USB Host Controller and USB root hub under [Universal serial bus

controller].

When all the conditions mentioned above are met, the computer can support the

USB interface.

[case 9] When using USB hub.

There may be a problem in connecting the camera to the PC through the USB

hub if the PC and the hub are not compatible. Wherever possible, connect the

camera to the PC directly.

[case 10] Are other USB cables connected to the PC?

The camera may malfunction when it is connected to the PC with another USB

cable. In this case, disconnect the other USB cable, and connect only one USB

cable to the camera.
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
