Care and Cleaning

1 Removing the battery tab

O Remove the back of the push
button by pushing in the tab on the
bottom with a small screwdriver
(not included).

O Remove the orange battery tab
from the push button.

o Use adry cloth to clean the push button.
o Do not use cleaners or polishes.

o Do not use any fluids on the push button.

Pre-Installation

Syncing the push button and

doorbell

Press and hold the “SYNC” button

on the doorbell until the doorbell

sounds a “Beep-Beep”.

O Press the push button within 30
seconds. The doorbell will sound a
“Beep-Beep” tone to indicate the
push button is synced.

O Press the push button to confirm

sync. If the doorbell sounds, sync

is complete.
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4 Mounting the push button

Use either screws or double-sided tape
to mount the push button.

O To mount with screws, remove the
back of the push button by pushing
in the tab on the bottom with a
small screwdriver. Place the push
button back on the door jamb and
mark the two screw holes. Attach
with screws and snap on the front
of the push button.

O When attaching the push button
with double-sided tape, remove
paper from both sides of the
double-sided tape and apply to a
clean surface.

Problem Solution
Power requirements ‘ Type 2032 3V battery

The doorbell does not sound.

Make sure batteries are installed according
to the diagram inside the push button and
doorbell (if applicable).

Check the charge of the push button and
doorbell batteries (if applicable) and replace
if necessary.

Make sure the plug-in doorbell has power
(if applicable).

Push button and doorbell are not synced.
Follow step 2 under installation to sync.

The batteries seem okay, but the
doorbell does not work after installation.

Metal reduces transmission range. Use 1/4
in. to 1/2 in. (6 to 13 mm) wood shims to
move the doorbell or push button away from
the metal surface.

Concrete may reduce range. Move the
doorbell away from the concrete surface.

Locate the doorbell closer to the push
button.
