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Check and send email messages right from your phone.

Gmail

If you signed into your Google Account when you first set
up your phone, you'll be able to send and receive Gmail
messages. From the Home screen, just tap m > Gmail.

Adding your other email accounts

Use the Mail app to add your webmail and other POP3 or
IMAP email accounts.

1. From the Home screen, tap [ > Mail.

2. On the Choose a mail provider screen, tap Other
(POP3/IMAP).
If you don’t see this screen, press MENU, and then tap
More > New account > Other (POP3/IMAP).

3. Enter the Email address and Password for your email
account.

4, Tap E Then choose the email addresses of contacts to
send to.

You can also directly enter email addresses in the To
field, separating them with a comma.

5. Enter the subject, and then enter your message.
6. Tap Send.

Charge the battery

The battery in your phone hasn’'t been charged yet. While your
phone is charging, it's important that you do not remove the battery
pack. Doing so can damage your phone. Also, please don't try to
take your phone apart. (If you do, it may invalidate your warranty.)

Before you turn on your phoﬁe

Get everything in order before you press the POWER
button.

Removing the thin film from the battery
1. Hold your phone securely with the front facing down.

2. Starting from the small opening at the bottom of the
phone, lift the back cover and remove it completely.

3. Peel off the thin film of the battery that’s inside your
phone. Pull the flap of the film to release the battery.

Inserting your SIM card and storage card

1. Insert the SIM card (with its gold contacts facing down
and cut-off corner facing out) all the way into the SIM
card slot.

2. There’s already a microSD card in your phone, which is
in the left panel. (Push the microSD card in to eject and

remove it. To reinsert, push it in until it clicks into place).

Inserting the battery

1. Insert the battery (with its exposed copper contacts
first) into the battery compartment.

2. Align the back cover onto the phone’s top panel.
3. Press all sides of the back cover towards the phone.

You'll hear clicks when the small tabs underneath the
back cover are locked in place.

Charging the battery

Use the supplied power adapter and USB cable to charge
your phone.

Set up your phone

When you switch on your phone for the first time, just
follow the onscreen instructions to set up your phone.

Be sure to sign in to your Google Account so you can use
Google apps like Gmail™.

You can also set up your other email accounts, favorite
social networks like Facebook® and Twitter™, and

more. You can even easily transfer contacts and other
information from popular brand phones to your new HTC
phone through Bluetooth.

Make your Home screen

Make your Home screen look just the way you want it.

3. Press MENU, and then tap Select all > Save.

Adding a new contact
1. From the Home screen, tap E > People.

2. Tap Add contact. Then enter the contact information in
the relevant fields.

3. Tap Save.

Synchronizing contacts from your online accounts

You can sync your phone with contacts in your Google
Account, Facebook, and even Exchange ActiveSync
account. See the complete user guide to see how it's done.

Make your first call

1. On the Home screen, tap Phone.

2. Enter the number or contact you want to call, and then
tap Call.

3. To hang up, tap End call.

Send a txt msg

1. From the Home screen, tap E > Messages >
Compose message.

2. Enter the recipient in the To field.
3. Tap “Add text”, and then enter your message.
4. When done, tap Send.

Connect to the Internet

Get online using your phone’s data connection or Wi-Fi.

Using a data connection

It's simple. When you turn your phone on for the first
time (with the SIM card inserted), it should connect
automatically to your mobile operator’s data service.

Using Wi-Fi

1. From the Home screen, press MENU.

2. Tap Settings > Wireless & networks.

3. Select the Wi-Fi check box to turn Wi-Fi on.
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. Tap Wi-Fi settings. Then choose a Wi-Fi network to
connect to.

If you select an open network, you'll be automatically
connected. If you select a secured network, enter the
key, and then tap Connect.

Browsing the Web

1. From the Home screen, tap E > Internet.

2. On the Browser screen, press MENU. Then tap the
address bar on top of the screen.

3. Enter the web address, and then tap the Enter key n

4. Use finger gestures to browse the webpage and to
zoom in or out.
