TOTAL RAINFALL

The total rainfall is displayed on the top line of the LCD display.
Use the [INfMM] switch te select between inch and millimeles,
Todisplay the commencing date of the record, press [RAIN RESET/
SINCE) once, The date will appear on the botiom line of the display.
To clear the record, hold [RAIN RESET/SINCE] for two seconds.
Mote that this will alse clear the current {Day 0) rainfall.

RAINFALL HISTORY

The rainfall history is displayed on the second line of the LCD
display. The main unit can record up to nine days of rinfall.

Use [RAIN HIST /& ] 10 display the record for a particular day. The
day of the record will be displayed with a minus {-) sign. Zera ()
means the record s for the current day.

Toglear the currentday rainfall, hold [R AIN RESET/SINCE] fortwo
seconds. Note that this will also clear the total rainfall record.

RAINFALL ALARM

LOW BATTERY WARNING

Thete are two low-battery indicators, one appears on the total
rainfall display section and one on the indoor temperatore display
section. The former represents the batteties of the remote rain
colleclor, the latier those of the main vnit. Replace the batteries
immediately when the respective indicator lights op.
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Tao set the rainfall alarm,
1. Press and held [RAIN ALARM). The alarm will be activated
automatically. The rain slarm indicator will light up.

2. Use [RAIN HIST /& ] to increase the setting or [TEMP MEM /
w] to decrease the setting.
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The alarm will go off for one minote when the rainfall reaches the
preset valug and the rain alarm indicator will flash. A reminder beep
will be emitted every minute. Once the rain alarm is on Lhe indicator
will nat stop flashing unless [RAIN AL] switch is wurned off or the
Tain alarm valee is reset or normally pass ta next day. To stop the
alarm and reminder beep, press any button or reset the rainfall alarm
value.

To deactivate the alarm al} together, turn off the [RAIN AL] switch.

DISCONNECTED SIGNALS
if without obvious reason the display for the main unit goes blank,
press [RAIN SEARCH] to enforce an immediate search.
If that falls, check:
« The remote rain collector is still in place.

= The batteries of the main unit and rain collector are still good.
Replace them if necessary.

« The transmission is within range and path is clear of obstacles
and interference. Shorten the dislance if necessary.

Thenpress [RAIN SEARCH] again.

INDOOR TEMPERATURE

The indaot temperature is displayed on the third line of the LCD
display. Use the [°C/°F) switch to selec) between degree Centigrade
and Fahrenheit.

Use [TEMP MEM] to display the maximpm and minimum
temperatures in record. The reading will go from magimuym 1o
minimurz lo corment and back. To clear the memoty, press and hold
[TEMP MEM] for two seconds.
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CALENDAR CLOCK

The calendar clock is displayed on the bottom line of the display.

Use [MQDE] to change among the clock, calendar and daily alarm.

Toset the clock,

1. Prass [MODE) 1o display the clock or calendar.

2. Press and hold [MODE] for lwe seconds.

3 Use [RAIN HIST f ] or [TEMP MEM /v ] 10 set the desired
value.

4. Press [MODE] and repeat from Step 3 to complete all settings,

5. Press [MODE] teconfirm,

To set the dally alarm,

1. Press [MODE] w display the daily afarm. The daily slarm will be
activated automalically. The daily alarm indicator will light up.

2. Press and hold [MODE] for two seconds.

3. Use [RAIN HIST { & ] or [TEMP MEM /wr ] 10 set Ihe desired
value,

4. Press [MODE] and repeat from Step 3 o complete all seitings.

When active, the daily alarm will po off for one minute at the szt

time and the datly alarm indicator will flash. Press any button to

stop the alarm. The alarrn is still active and will o off ar the set lime
the following day.

To deactivale the function all together, wen off the [CLOCK AL]
switch,
