The camera lens is in the
rear side of the mobile phone and the screen is the viewfinder
window. The pictures are taken in JPG format. After downloading to PC,
please view with appropriate software. If the mobile phone memory is
insufficient, please delete certain pictures or other files in “File manager”.
€ Video recorder

Press OK key to start video recording. The recording time depends on the
time limit and the capacity of the memory card. Enter options to perform
the following settings: Switch to camera, Camcorder setting, Video

settings and Storage.

Press OK to play music, or so key to choose songs, Enter Audio player.

and Settings.
