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2 Caring the Tablet PC

The Tablet PC is a precision device; the error operation may damage the device.

2-1 LCD Screen

LCD Screen is the most delicate component of the Tablet PC and comprised of thin

glass. It may be broken up by external abrupt force. DO NOT scratch the cover of the
Tablet PC, or the scrape on the cover cannot remove.

Place the Tablet PC in carrying case to protect it from dirt, water, shock and
scratches before traveling.

Use a soft and lint-free cloth to wipe your Tablet PC and wipe it gently in order to
avoid damaging the LCD Screen.

How to check the Tablet PC if the Tablet PC cannot be turned on?

Make sure the indicator of the adapter turns on and the adapter works well.
Remove other external device.
