Screen Displays

The LCD screen displays various menus, dialogues and displays. When the text is too long to fit on
the screen, it is first shown truncated and after a few seconds, it scrolls slowly so that all text can

be read.

Menus: The iNT170 has three basic menus (FM, Internet and AUX In). Use the SELECT button to
proceed through and select options. A scroll bar on the right of the screen shows if there are

further options above or below those visible.

- Each mode has a Mode menu, with options specific to that mode.
- For example, the FM mode menu has just two options:
Scan setting and Audio setting.
- In addition, each mode menu has two final options:
System settings > and Main menu >. The '>’indicates options
leading to further menus.

- The System settings menu allows access to system settings and

information such as network, time, language and software update.

- Menus with more options than will fit on one screen have a
scroll bar to the right.

- The Main menu allows access to all modes plus sleep and
timer functions.

* Some menus, for example the System settings menu, have several submenus.

Other options: There are also other options for viewing and manually altering network settings
by pressing the MENU button > System settings > Network. These options are not normally
necessary, but users experienced with networking may find them useful for diagnosing and fixing
network problems.

Note: The iNT170 cannot be used in hotels, airports or other public spaces whose Internet server operates via
HTML, JavaScript or ASP. However, when these locations feature an Ethernet connection, the iNT170 can
function by following these directions:

1. Use a laptop computer to log in to the secured internet service at the hotel, airport, or public space to
establish an Internet connection.

2. After logging on to the server, disconnect the Ethernet cable from the laptop and plug it in to the iNT170.

3. Use the iNT170 Internet Radio as normal.

If you have several iNT170 radios, you can register them all on the same account so that each radio
has access to your favorites lists. It is possible to add favorites either directly through the iNT170 or
through any computer with a web browser.

- To enter Internet Radio mode, either press the MODE button until the display shows Internet
Radio or press the MENU button > Main menu > Internet Radio. Another option is to press the
INTERNET RADIO button on remote control.

Note: The station list menu is provided from the Internet radio portal, so it is only accessible when the iNT170 is
connected to the Internet. Station lists and submenus may change from time to time.

There are several ways to select stations.

- To store an FM preset, press and hold the PRESET button until the display shows the Save
preset screen. Select one of the 20 presets to save the currently playing station.

- To select a preset, press the PRESET button briefly, then select one of the listed preset stations.
When a preset station is playing, it shows Pn (P1, P2 etc) in the bottom right of the screen.

“Now Playing” Information: Stereo broadcasts are indicated with an icon at the top of the screen.

To view further information about the broadcast, press the INFO button.

- Each time you press the INFO button, another set of information is displayed.

Settings:

- Scan Settings: By default, FM scan stops at any available station. This may result in a poor
signal-to-noise ratio (hiss) from weak stations. To change the scan settings to stop only at stations
with good signal strength, press the MENU button > Scan setting > Strong stations only? > Yes.

- Audio Settings: By default, all stereo stations are reproduced in stereo. For weak stations, this
may result in a poor signal-to-noise ratio (hiss). To play weak stations in mono, press the MENU
button > Audio setting > FM weak reception: Listen in mono only? > Yes.

To play audio with AUX In mode:

1. Turn the volume low on both the iNT170 and, if adjustable, the
audio source device.

2. Connect the external audio source to the AUX In 3.5 mm
stereo socket.

3. Either press the MODE button until the display shows AUX in or
press the MENU button > Main menu > AUX in. Another option
is to press the AUX button on remote control.

4. Adjust the volume of the iINT170 (and, if necessary, the audio
source device) as required.

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Maintenance

Troubleshooting

- FM Stations do not broadcast clearly

- Check the Scan Settings and Audio Settings.
- Rotate the unit until reception is clearer; signal may be weak. Relocate the FM radio antenna to
an open space.

- Cannot connect to Network

- Follow instructions for connecting to a network.
