Battery Care

Fully Charge Battery Before Initial Use

e Do preserve battery life by switching off a device and
removing the batteries when it's not being used, and is not
expected to be used for extended periods of time.

e Do practice proper battery storage by keeping batteries
in a cool, dry place at normal room temperature.

Properly Store Batteries

e Remove the battery from the device.

e Charge and discharge the battery to 40%-65% if it will not
be used for 10 days or more. This can greatly extend the
battery life.

e The battery should drop below 65% when it is idle for
more than 10 days to prevent it from swelling.
