Turning on the JLT1213
To turn on the JLT1213 press the power button for one second, see chapter “Function 
buttons” on page 3. The power LED lights up.

Shutting down the JLT1213
Before shutting down the system save your work and close all running programs.
To shut down the system press the power button or choose Shut Down from the Win-
dows Start menu.

Reset
If the JLT1213 is not responding to commands, the system or application may have 
crashed. To restart the system press and hold the power button until the power LED is 
switched off.

Screen brightness
The screen brightness can be adjusted for indoor or outdoor use.
To increase or decrease the screen brightness push the brightness push button on the 
side of the JLT1213.

Touch screen
The JLT1213 has a resistive 4-wire Touch Screen for easy integration, which allows 
the user to work with gloves.
