• Sampling frequency

Frequency of sampling data when analog data is converted to

digital data. Sampling frequency numerically represents how

many times the original analog signal is sampled per second.

• Surround

A system for creating three-dimensional sound fields full of

realism by arranging multiple speakers around the listener.

• Transfer rate

The rate of transferring digital data. Usually the measure is in

baud per second.
