Caring for the frame and stand

Your TV has a glossy frame and stand which have protection sheets attached to them. Peel
them off before use, but only after the TV has been properly placed. Take care when handling
the glossy frame and stand because these surfaces are delicate.

Normally, light dusting with a soft, non-scratching duster will keep your TV clean.

If you wish to wipe down the television, first unplug it. Then wipe gently with a soft cloth, slightly
moistened with water. You can add a few drops of mild liquid detergent to the water to help
remove spots of oily dirt.

» DO NOT allow liquid to enter the TV through the ventilation slots.

» DO NOT use strong or abrasive cleaners on the TV.

» DO NOT spray liquids or cleaners directly onto the TV’s surface.
