INSTALLING BATTERIES IN THE TRANSMITTER
CONTROLLER
2 (two) “AA”" batteries (Not included)
1. Using a Phillips screwdriver (not included), to
remove the battery compartment door underneath
the transmitter controller. (See diagram 1)
2. Remove the used batteries (if any).
3. Insert the 2 “AA” batteries, with polarity (+/-)
as shown inside battery compartment.
4. Replace the battery compartment door and use
Phillips screwdriver to lock the compartment door.

CHARGING THE VEHICLE:

Your vehicle is powered by a built-in Ni-MH battery.

1. Open the charging cable Cover. (See diagram 2)

2. Insert charger jack into socket under the vehicle.(See
diagram 2)

3. The charger box green LED indicator will light up while
charging. (See diagram 1)

4. Wait until the green LED indicator turns off, the vehicle is
charged.

5. Disconnect the vehicle from the charger jack. Put the
charger jack back into the controller. (See diagram 2)

CAUTION:

Use only the charger jack included with this toy. Do not use
any other power source to charge the vehicle. Do not attempt
to recharge a charged vehicle. Over charging may shorten the
rechargeable battery's life.

Regularly examine the charger box, vehicle and connectors. In
the event of damage, do not use.

On a full charge, driving time will vary, depending on your
driving style.

* When your vehicle start to lose power it is time to recharge.

* When the transmitter controller no longer recharges the
vehicle, it is time to replace with fresh batteries.

Interference can be caused by other R/C vehicles
running on the same frequency; electrical wires, large
buildings; or CB radios. Try to stay away from these!

+ Point your transmitter controller antenna up — not down
toward your vehicle. If your vehicle gets too far away, it
won't work properly.

+ Don't drive your vehicle in sand or through water or snow.

+ Don't store your vehicle near heat or in direct sunlight.
Always tumn switches OFF and remove all batteries
for storage.
