5. Tighten the screw on the battery cover

For Vehicle (Fig. 1 and Fig. 2)
1. Switch OFF the power
2. Unscrew the screw on the battery cover
3. Open the battery cover
4. Install 6.4V battery pack with correct polarities (+/-) 
      as shown inside the battery compartment
5. Close the battery cover
6. Tighten the screw on the battery cover

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1. Turn OFF the Vehicle and then install the batteries to the Vehicle and Transmitter.
2. Do not touch the wheels and turn ON the Vehicle. When the wheels run automatically, the pairing process completed and it is ready for playing.
3. As long as the batteries in both Vehicle and Transmitter are not removed, it is no need for pairing process after switching OFF the Vehicle. 
Just switch ON the Vehicle and it will still be paired up with the Transmitter.
4. If the pairing process is not completed, please remove the batteries from the Vehicle and Transmitter and re-start the process. (Step# 1)
