Using the optical zoom
1 Use the LCD to frame your subject.
2 To zoom in, press Telephoto (T).

To zoom out, press Wide Angle (W).

Using digital zoom

Use digital zoom to get up to 5X magnification beyond optical zoom. (Digital zoom is

not available in Smart Capture mode.) Press Telephoto (T) until the slider is at the end

of the optical zoom range. Release Telephoto (T), then press it again.

NOTE: You may notice decreased image quality when using digital zoom. The slider pauses and tums red
when the picture quality reaches the limit for an acceptable 4 x 6in. (10 x 15 cm) print.

Limited warranty coverage

Warranty service is only available from within the country where the Products were originally purchased. You
may be required to ship Products, at your expense, to the authorized service facility for the country where the
Products were purchased. Kodak will repair or replace Products if they fail to function properly during the
warranty period, subject to any conditions and/or limitations stated herein. Warranty service will include all
labor as well as any necessary adjustments and/or replacement parts. If Kodak is unable to repair or replace a
Product, Kodak will, at its option, refund the purchase price paid for the Product provided the Product has been
returmed to Kodak along with proof of the purchase price paid. Repair, replacement, or refund of the purchase
price are the sole remedies under the warranty.
