Electrical Safety

Hold the main plug, not the wires, when removing from a socket.

During a thunderstorm or when not in using the television for long periods, turn off the power switch on
the back of the television.

Parental Control

Press the MENU button on the main unit or on the remote control and then press the
A /¥ buttons to select LOCK menu. Use the 0-9 buttons to input 4-digit password to enter
the LOCK menu.
