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Installing/ Removing the Optional Battery Pack

The battery pack is not charged at the factory; charge it before use.

CAUTION:

= DONOT RECHARGE THE BATTERY PACK IFIT IS ALREADY FULLY CHARGED. DOING SO MAY CAUSE THE LIFE OF
THE BATTERY PACK TO SHORTEN OR THE BATTERY PACK MAY BE DAMAGED.

* AFTER RECHARGING THE BATTERY PACK, DISCONNECT IT FROM THE CHARGER. IF THE CHARGER POWERS
RESET (TURNED ON AFTER BEING TURNED OFF), RECHARGING WILL START AGAIN AND THE BATTERY PACK WILL
BECOME OVERCHARGED.

1 Match the guides of the battery pack with the comresponding grooves on the upper rear of the transceiver, then firmly press the battery
packt

2 Toremove the battery pack, lift the safety catch, press the release latch, then pull the battery pack away from the transceiver.
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Installing the Antenna

Screw the antenna into the connector on the top of the transceiver by holding the antenna at its base and
tuming it lockwise until secure.

Installing the Belt Clip
Using the 2 screws, affix the belt clip in place.
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Installing the Cap over the Speaker/Microphone Jacks

If you are not using an optional speaker/ microphone, install the cap over the SPMIC jacks using the supplied screw.
Note:
To keep the transceiver water resistant, you must cover the SPMIC jacks with the cap or the cap or the speaker/microphone connector.

Installing the Optional Speaker/ Microphone

1 Insert the speaker/ microphone plugs into the SPMIC jacks.
2 Install the speaker/microphone locking Holder over the plugs using the supplied screw.

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OPERATING BASICS

= Switching Power ON/OFF
Tum the Power switch/ Volume control clockwise to switch the transceiver ON.
Tum the Power switch/ VVolume control counterclockwise to switch the transceiver OFF.

= Adjusting the Volume
Rotate the Power switch/ VVolume conirol to adjust the volume.

* Selecting aChannel
Rotate the Channel selector to selecta channel.
Clockwise increases the channel number and counterclockwise decreases it.

* Making a Call

1 Select the desired channel.

2 Press and hold the PTT switch, then speak into the microphone in your normal voice.

3 For best results, hold the microphone approximately 3to 4 cm (1 1/2 inches) from your lips.
4 Release the PTT switch to receive.

AUXILIARY FEATURES

* Time-out Timer (TOT)

The TOT is used to automatically inhibit transmission after a specified time elapse. If the PTT switch is held down for longer than
specified time, the transceiver will stop transmitting and a tone will sound. Release the PTT switch, then press it again to continue
transmitting.
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
