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BATTERY INSTALL / REPLACE

Transmitter

1. Unscrew battery cover on rear
controller with Phillips screwdriver.

2. Install 9 V battery with polarity
as shown in battery box.

3. Replace battery cover and fasten
in place with screwdriver.
