WirelessTurn on the speaker and it will come into the wireless mode directly. After pairingthe device, it can play the music. Short press“ll” button to Play/Pause, press " "or " " button to previous track or next track. Revolve the knob to turn down andturn up the Volume.
AUX-INAUX-IN, Insert the audio cable into AUX slot, and press M button to switch to Aux-inmode. Long press " " or " " button to increase or decrease the Volume.Under AUX-IN status, it cannot shift previous track or next track by the speaker unit,only can control it by the device itself.



USB/TF CardInsert the U flash memory or Micro-TF card into the USB/TF slot, KTS-1042willread the MP3 format music automatically. Pressll button to Play/Pause, press "" or " " button to previous track and next track. Revolve the knob to turn downand turn up the Volume.
FM RADIOPressM button to search FM channel automatically. This operation will scan all FMstations and Pre-record them to memory. The scan procedure will take severalminutes and cannot be interrupted. Once completed, you can short press " " or" button to move forward or backward. Long press " " or " button toincrease or decrease Volume.
KARAOKEInsert the wireless microphone cable into the MIC port
ChargingPlug the USB cable into speaker charging port and connect to power source.Red LED on panel when charging.

Play/Pause6. Under FM/USB/TF/Bluetooth mode, short press to move to nextchannel/track.7. Decrease the volume8. Increase the volume9. EQ: Press to exchange the EQ mode.10.
