When the devices is in powered OFF mode, press and hold the Power key for 3 seconds to enter
the Android startup process. The device will take about 10 seconds to enter the system desktop,

with the display in locked mode, please press and move the K= icon by the white circle, the

display will unlock automatically, see the image below:
