C: Bluetooth light

Step III: Pairing 

- Press the Bluetooth button to put the keyboard in pairing mode. 

- On your iPad tap “Settings”---“General”---“Bluetooth”. 

- Slide the Bluetooth switch to the “ON” position and your iPad will start to search
