The following topics describe the basics of using this guide and your new phone.

About the User Guide

Thank you for purchasing your new Hydro REACH. The following topics explain how best to use this
guide to get the most out of your phone.

Before Using Your Phone

Read the Get Started guide and Important Information booklet that were packaged with your phone
thoroughly for proper usage.

Accessible services may be limited by subscription contract conditions.
Descriptions in the User Guide

Note that most descriptions in this guide are based on your phone's setup at the time of purchase. Unless

otherwise noted, instructions begin from the phone's home screen, which is displayed by pressing O
Some operation descriptions may be simplified.

Screenshots and Key Labels

Screenshots and other illustrations in this user guide may appear differently on your phone. Key labels in
the user guide are simplified for description purposes and differ from your phone's display.

Other Notations

In the user guide, the phone may be referred to either as "phone," "device," or "handset." A microSD™ or
microSDHC™ card is referred to as an "SD Card" or a "memory card.”
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Get Started

The following topics give you all the information you need to set up your phone and wireless service the
first time.

Parts and Functions

These topics illustrate your phone’s primary parts and key functions.

Note: Your phone's screens and apps layouts are subject to change. This user guide uses sample
images only.

Phone Layout

The following illustration outlines your phone’s primary external features and keys.
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Part

Description

Front camera

Takes pictures and records videos while facing the screen, and allows
you to video conference.

Proximity Sensor/Light
Sensor

Detects how close an object is to the surface of the screen. This is
typically used to detect when your face is pressed up against the
screen, such as during a phone call.

While talking on the phone, the sensor detects talk activity and locks
the keypad to prevent accidental keypresses.

Earpiece Lets you hear the caller and automated prompts.
Displays all the information needed to operate your phone, such as the
Touchscreen call status, the Contacts list, and the date and time. Also provides one-

tap access to all of your features and applications.

Headset Jack

Allows you to plug in either a stereo headset or an optional headset for
convenient, hands-free conversations.

Charger/USB Port

Allows you to connect the phone charger or the micro-USB cable
(included).

Microphone

Transmits your voice for phone calls or records your voice or ambient
sounds for voice recordings and videos.

Back Camera

Lets you take pictures and videos.

Flash

Helps illuminate subjects in lowlight environments when taking a
picture or recording a video.

SIM Card Holder (Internal)

Holds the nano SIM card.

microSD Card Holder
(Internal)

Holds an optional microSD card to provide external memory.

Speaker

Lets you hear the different ringtones and sounds. The speaker also
lets you hear the caller’s voice in speakerphone mode.

Volume Button

Allow you to adjust the ringtone or media volume or adjust the voice
volume during a call.

Power Button

Lets you turn the phone on or off or turn the screen on or off, or switch
your phone to silent mode, vibration mode, or airplane mode.

CAUTION! Inserting an accessory into the incorrect jack may damage the phone.
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nano SIM Card

The SIM card is an IC card containing phone number and other customer information.

Handling a SIM Card
Keep the following in mind when handling a SIM card.

e Customer is responsible for any damage caused by inserting SIM card in another-brand IC card
reader, etc. The company is not responsible in such case.

e Always keep the IC chip clean.

e Wipe clean with a dry, soft cloth.

e Avoid applying labels. May damage SIM card.

e See instructions included with SIM card for handling.

e SIM card is the property of the company.

e SIM card is replaceable (at cost) in case of loss/damage.

e Return SIM card to the company when canceling subscription.

e Returned SIM cards are recycled for environmental purposes.

e Note that SIM card specifications and performance may change without notice.

e Itis recommended that you keep a separate copy of information that is stored on SIM card. The
company is not responsible for damages from stored information that is lost.

e Always follow emergency procedures to suspend service if your SIM card or phone (SIM card
inserted) is lost/stolen. For details, contact Customer Service.

e Always power off phone before inserting/removing SIM card.
Insert a nano SIM Card

Follow these instructions to insert a nano SIM card. Remember to power off your phone before inserting a
nano SIM card.

1. Insert your fingernail into the slit at the bottom of your phone and lift the cover up gently.
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2. Slide the flap of the SIM card holder in the direction of the arrow to unlock it (@) and lift the flap

e}

3. Insert the nano SIM card into the flap of the SIM card holder, making sure the cut-off corner is at
the top right and the card is inserted behind the SIM guide tabs(@).

4. Lower the flap of the SIM card holder (@) and slide the flap in the direction of the arrow to lock it
(@).Bottom of SIM card should rest against stopper (@).

Note: Make sure you insert your nano SIM card in the correct orientation.

Note: Putting undue pressure on the flap of the SIM card holder may cause damage. Please be careful
when inserting, removing, or handling it.

5. Replace the back cover.

Warning: To ensure that your phone is waterproof, make sure the back cover is properly sealed.

microSD Card

A microSD™ card is an optional accessory that allows you to store images, videos, music, documents,
and voice data on your phone. Your phone supports a microSD card up to 64GB.
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Note: The microSD card is sold separately.

Note: You can easily damage the microSD card by improper operation. Please be careful when inserting,
removing, or handling it.

. SD Card Cautions

Data: Information stored on SD Card can become lost or changed accidentally or as a result of
damage. It is recommended that you keep a separate copy of important data. The company is not
responsible for damages from data that is lost or changed.

Reading/Writing Data: Never power off or remove Battery while reading or writing data.
Battery Level: A low battery charge may prevent reading/writing to SD Card.

Handling SD Card: Use/store SD Cards away from the reach of infants. May cause choking if
swallowed.

Insert microSD Card

Follow these steps to insert an optional microSD card (not included). Make sure to power your phone off
before inserting or removing a microSD card.

1. Remove the back cover by inserting your fingernail in the slit on the bottom of your phone and
pulling away from the phone.

2. Insert the microSD card into the microSD card holder with the gold contacts facing down. Gently
push the card in until it snaps into place.

3. Replace the back cover.
= Insert microSD Card all the way gently without bending and with terminals facing down.
= Insert only microSD Cards.

Warning: To ensure that your phone is waterproof, make sure the back cover is properly sealed.
Unmount the microSD Card

Always unmounts the SD card before removing it from your phone.

1. From home, tap Apps $3:¢ > Settings

2. Tap Storage
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3. Tap Unmount SD Card > OK.

« The menu option name changes from Unmount SD Card to Mount SD Card. The card is now
unmounted.

Remove a microSD Card

Follow these instructions to remove a microSD card. Always power the phone off before inserting or
removing a microSD card.

1. From home, tap Apps 55 > Settings > Storage > Unmount SD card.

2. Read the disclaimer and tap OK to continue. Wait for the SD card removed icon W to appear in
the Status bar.

3. Turn the phone off and remove the back cover.
4. Open the back cover.

5. Gently pull the microSD card out from the holder.
6. Replace the back cover.

Warning: To ensure that your phone is waterproof, make sure the back cover is properly sealed.

Format the microSD Card

When you insert an optional microSD card for the first time, it is recommended that you format it on your
phone.

1. From home, tap Apps $838 > Settings

2. Tap Storage
3. Scroll down the screen, and tap Erase SD card > ERASE SD CARD > ERASE EVERYTHING.

Warning: The formatting procedure erases all the data on the microSD card, after which the files
CANNOT be retrieved. To prevent the loss of important data, please check the contents before you
format the card.

«» All data on the SD card is erased, and the card is formatted for use on your phone.

Battery Use

The following topics explain how to insert and remove your phone’s battery.
.. Battery Cautions

Storage: Avoid storing or leaving battery with no charge remaining. Saved information and settings
may become lost or changed, or battery may become unusable. Charge once every six months
before storing or leaving unused for a long period.
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Bulges: Depending on use, bulges may appear near end of battery life. This does not affect safety.

Replacing Battery: The battery is a consumable item. It needs to be replaced if operating time
shortens noticeably. Purchase a new battery.

Cleaning: Clean soiled terminals between battery and phone with a clean, dry cotton swab. Soiled
terminals can result in a poor connection and prevent charging, etc.

Charge the Battery

Follow these instructions to charge your phone’s battery using either the included AC adapter or via a
USB connection on your computer.

Charge Using the AC Adapter

1. Plug the smaller end of the micro-USB cable into the phone’s charger/USB port.

2. Plug the other end of the USB cable into the charger and then plug the charger into an electrical
outlet.

Note: Your phone’s battery should have enough charge for the phone to turn on and find a signal, set up
voicemail, and make a call. You should fully charge the battery as soon as possible.

« The indicator light illuminates when charging starts. The light goes off when the battery is fully
charged. Fully charging a battery may take up to three hours.

3. After charging, disconnect the phone from the charger.

= Unplug the AC adapter from the outlet, and remove the USB cable from the phone and the
AC adapter.

Charge Using a PC Connection

Before using a PC connection to charge your phone, ensure that the computer is turned on. Depending
on the type of connection, your phone’s battery may not charge.
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1. Insert the small end of the USB cord into the charger/accessory jack on the bottom of your phone.

2. Insert the large end of the USB cord into an external USB port on your computer.

3. After charging, remove the USB cable from both the phone and the computer.

Turn Your Phone On and Off

The instructions below explain how to turn your phone on and off.

Turn Your Phone On
m Press and hold the Power Button.
<+ Your phone will power on. Depending on the settings, you may see the lock screen.

= See Lock and Unlock Your Screen and Screen Lock for information about using the screen
lock.

= The first time you turn the phone on, you will see the startup screens. See Complete the
Setup Screens for details.

= If your phone is not yet activated, see Activation and Service for more information.
Turn Your Phone Off
1. Press and hold the Power Button to display the device options menu.
2. Tap Power off and then OK to turn the phone off.
< Your phone will power off.

Your screen remains blank while your phone is off (unless the battery is charging).

Use the Touchscreen

Your phone’s touchscreen lets you control actions through a variety of touch gestures.
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Tap

When you want to type using the onscreen keyboard, select items onscreen such as application and
settings icons, or press onscreen buttons, simply tap or touch them with your finger.

Touch and Hold

To open the available options for an item (for example, a contact or link in a Web page), touch and hold
the item.

Get Started
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Swipe or Slide

To swipe or slide means to quickly drag your finger vertically or horizontally across the screen.

Drag

To drag, press and hold your finger with some pressure before you start to move your finger. While
dragging, do not release your finger until you have reached the target position.

Get Started
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Flick

Flicking the screen is similar to swiping, except that you need to swipe your finger in light, quick strokes.
This finger gesture is always in a vertical direction, such as when flicking the contacts or message list.

Rotate

For most screens, you can automatically change the screen orientation from portrait to landscape by
turning the phone sideways. When entering text, you can turn the phone sideways to bring up a bigger
keyboard. See Touchscreen Keyboards for more details.

Note: The Auto-rotate check box needs to be selected for the screen orientation to automatically change.

From home, tap Apps 888 > Settings > Accessibility > Auto-rotate screen.

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Tip: You can also access the screen rotation setting from the notification panel. Pull down the status bar
and tap Screen rotation to select or deselect the option

Pinch and Spread

“Pinch” the screen using your thumb and forefinger to zoom out or “spread” the screen to zoom in when

viewing a picture or a Web page. (Move fingers inward to zoom out and outward to zoom in.)

Activation and Service

Before using your phone, you must set up your service with Boost Mobile. You will need your phone’s
serial number (MEID), printed on a sticker inside the battery compartment.

For more information about your Boost Mobile account, see Boost Account Information and Help.

Create Your Account and Pick Your Plan

From your computer, visit boostmobile.com and click Activate.
Choose an activation option and click Next.

When prompted, enter the serial number (MEID) printed on the sticker located on the back of
your phone in the battery compartment. This number can also be found on the bottom panel of
the phone’s package.

Follow the remaining instructions to choose your plan and select a payment method.

Follow the activation instructions below and you’ll be able to start using your phone.

Note: You can also activate by phone by calling 1-888-BOOST-4U (1-888-266-7848) from any other

phone.

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Complete the Setup Screens

The setup screens help you set up certain features and preferences on your phone. Once your phone has
been turned on, you will see a Welcome message. You can then complete the setup process.

Note: You may be able to complete the setup screens before your phone has been activated on your
account.

1. From the Welcome screen, select a language and tap  to get started.

=  To skip any section, tap NEXT or SKIP.

Note: On the Welcome screen, there may also be an Accessibility button. If you are visually impaired or
hard of hearing, tap Accessibility to change the accessibility settings.

2. Follow the onscreen instructions to complete each section. For each topic, you will have the
option to skip it and continue to the next screen.

= Wi-Fi — If prompted, follow the prompts to sign in to an available Wi-Fi network. For secured
Wi-Fi networks, you will need to enter a password. See Wi-Fi for more details.
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Get Started

Terms and Conditions — Read any applicable End User License Agreements or Terms and
Conditions for using your phone, and tap AGREE to continue.

Tap & Go — Quickly copy any Google Accounts, backed up apps, and data from your existing
Android device. Follow the onscreen instructions to use Tap & Go, or tap SKIP to continue
setup.

Google (Add your account) — Tap Enter your email and complete the steps to sign in to
your current Google Account, or tap Or create a new account to set up a new Google
Account. Tap SKIP to skip Google setup. The following options may apply depending on your
selection:

* Enter your email — Enter your Gmail address and password and tap ACCEPT to agree
to the terms of service and privacy policy and sign in to your current Google Account.

* Or create a new account — Follow the instructions to sign up for a new Google Account.
There will be screens to enter your first and last names, create an email address (Gmail),
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create a password, enter recovery information (including a backup email address and
recovery question), an option to join Google+, and an option to enable purchases from
the Google Play store app. Tap NEXT between each screen.

* Set up payment info — Select billing options for purchases made through Google Play.
Select Remind me later to skip this step.

* Getyour apps & data — If you are using a Google Account you had set up on a previous
Android device, you can choose to use that device's backup information to restore
backed-up apps, data, system settings, Wi-Fi passwords, etc., from the previous device
to your new phone. Tap Set up as a new device to skip this step.

* Google services — Select your Google location and service options and then tap NEXT.

Personalize your phone — If applicable, enter your first and last name and tap NEXT. This
information is used by the phone to personalize certain apps.

3. Tap Finish. Your setup is now complete. Follow the onscreen instructions to learn about basic
tap menu navigation, view tutorials, or just get started.

2. Tap Apps & to display the apps list.

Select Options and Navigate Screens

Tap icons, onscreen keys, and other items to open or activate the assigned function.

m Tap Back q to return to the previous screen.
Overview

You can display a list of recently used applications using the Overview key.

m Tap Overview O to view a list of recently used applications.

Phone Settings Menu
You can customize your phone’s settings and options through the Settings menu.

m  From home, tap Apps 2282 > Settings

Pull down the status bar and tap Settings ¢

Portrait and Landscape Screen Orientation

The default orientation for your phone’s screen is portrait (vertical), but many apps will change to
landscape orientation (widescreen) when you rotate the phone sideways.

Basic Operations
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Note: Not all screens will adjust for landscape orientation.

Turn Screen Rotation On or Off

1. Pull down the status bar to display the quick settings menu.

2. Tap Rotation to turn the option on or off.

= You may need to scroll left or right to see the Screen rotation option.

= If the Screen rotation option is not available, tap Expand Button Y o display the full
options list.

Note: You can also set the rotation option from the main settings menu. From home, tap Apps >

Settings > Accessibility > Auto-rotate screen.

Capture Screenshots

You can use your phone’s power and home keys to capture screenshots.

m Press and hold the Power Button and Volume Down Button at the same time to capture a
screenshot of the current screen.
The current screenshot will be captured and stored in the Screenshots album in the phone’s

Gallery. From home, tap Apps 228 > Gallery

Applications

The following topics describe how to access the applications (apps) list and launch apps on your phone.

Launch Applications

All installed apps can be accessed and launched from the apps list.
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1. From home, tap Apps 33,

The apps list expands to include any apps you download and install on your phone. The following table
outlines the primary apps that have been preinstalled on your phone.

Access the YouTube video sharing website on which users can upload and
share videos. The site is used to display a wide variety of user-generated
You Tube video content, including movie clips, TV clips, and music videos, as well as

video content such as video blogging, informational shorts, and other original
videos.

Airplane Mode

Airplane mode turns off all functions that emit or receive signals, while leaving your phone on so you can
use apps that don’t require a signal or data.

1. From home, tap Apps :::: > Settings > More ﬂ
2. Tap the ON/OFF switch next to Airplane mode to turn it on or off.
To turn off airplane mode:
1. Press and hold the Power Button to display the device options menu.
2. Tap Airplane mode.

« Your phone’s wireless connection features are now restored.

Tip: You can also access airplane mode through the status bar menu. Pull down the status bar and tap
Airplane mode.

Enter Text

You can type on your phone using one of the available touchscreen keyboards or Google voice typing.

Touchscreen Keyboards

Your phone offers you convenient ways to enter letters, numbers, and symbols whenever you are
prompted to enter text. The keyboard appear automatically onscreen when you tap a text entry field, and
they can be used in either portrait or landscape mode. You can also use the Google Voice typing option
to enter text using your voice (see Google Voice Typing for details).

Google Keyboard

The Google keyboard offers a traditional QWERTY keyboard setup for entering text by tapping keys (like
on a computer), along with enhancements and options that allow you to enter text faster and more
accurately, such as continuous key input, personalized usage dictionaries, and more.
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Google Keyboard Overview

Note: Keyboard layouts and options may change depending on where you’re using them. For example, if
you’re entering text to do a Web search, a search icon may be available instead of an enter key.

Tip: To close the keyboard, tapv.
Google Voice typing uses Google voice recognition to convert speech to text.

Text Mode
ABC 7123
Tap to select ABC mode. Tap to select Number & Symbol mode.

e In ABC mode, tap e to alter the capitalization.

e You can select the caps lock by double-touching or touching and holding to make all letters in a
word uppercase.

e In Number & Symbol mode, tap % to display more symbols.

e Some keys have alternate characters. In either mode, if a key displays an extra character at the
upper right corner, touch and hold the key to enter the character. Or, touch and long hold a key to
call up a list of all the characters available on that key.

Tip: For more information about the Google Keyboard settings, see Set Google Keyboard Options.

Google Voice Typing

Google Voice typing uses Google voice recognition to convert speech to text.
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To enter text by speaking:

1. Tap the microphone iconon  the keyboard.

2. If you see Speak now, say the text you want to enter into the microphone. If you see Tap to
pause, Google Voice Typing recognizes your voice.

3. Confirm the text you want to enter is displayed. Tap  again to continue entering.

Tip: For more information about the settings of Google voice typing, see Google Voice Typing Settings.

Tips for Editing Text

Your phone gives you many options to make entering text easier, including copying, cutting, and pasting
text, using voice-to-text input, customizing the user dictionary, using predictive text, and more.

To copy and paste the text:
1. In atext entry field, touch and hold the text body.

2. Selection tabs appear and the currently selected words or characters are highlighted. Drag the
tabs to expand or reduce the range of the selected text.

3. Tap an onscreen option from the edit menu bar. Available options may vary:

= i select all: Highlights and selects all the text in the field.
- X Cut: Removes the selected text and saves it to the clipboard.
- O Copy: Copies the selected text to the clipboard.

" |j Paste: Inserts the last copied or cut text into the current field.

Google Account

You will need a Google Account to access several phone features such as Gmail, Google Maps,
Hangouts, and the Google Play applications. Before you are able to access Google applications, you
must enter your account information. These applications sync between your phone and your online
Google Account.

i Google Account Cautions
Be sure not to forget your Google Account ID or password.
Create a Google Account
If you do not already have a Google Account, you can create one online or using your phone.

Note: You can also create and sign into your Google/Gmail account through your phone’s Setup
application.
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Note: Although you need a Gmail account to use certain features of your phone, such as Google Play,
you do not need to use Gmail as the default account for your phone.

Create a Google Account Online

From a computer, launch a Web browser and navigate to google.com.
On the main page, click Sign-in > Create account.
Follow the onscreen prompts to create your free account.

Look for an email from Google in the email box you provided, and respond to the email to confirm
and activate your new account.

Create a Google Account Using Your Phone

From home, tap Apps i > Settings > Accounts > Add account.
Tap Google

Follow the prompts to set up your account. Tap NEXT to proceed between steps, which may
include:

= Enter your First name and Last name.
= Enter a desired Username.
= Enter and reenter a password.

= Create a security question and answer, enter a secondary email address to help you recover
your password if you ever lose it.

= On the Finish account screen, select your Web history and additional Google Play options.
= Enter the letters from the Authenticating screen.

= After your phone connects with the Google servers, select the items you would like to sync

with your phone and then tap : > Sync now.

You are signed in to your Google Account, and your phone will synchronize the selected items.

Note: When setting up a new Google Account, either on your phone or online, you will be prompted to
add a secondary email address.

Enhanced 9-1-1 (E 9-1-1) Information

This phone features an embedded Global Positioning System (GPS) chip necessary for utilizing E 9-1-1
emergency location services where available.

When you place an emergency 9-1-1 call, the GPS feature of your phone seeks information to calculate
your approximate location. Depending on several variables, including availability and access to satellite
signals, it may take up to 30 seconds or more to determine and report your approximate location.

Important: Always report your location to the 9-1-1 operator when placing an emergency call. Some
designated emergency call takers, known as Public Safety Answering Points (PSAPs), may not be
equipped to receive GPS location information from your phone.

Answer Phone Calls

The following information lets you know how to answer incoming calls, mute the ringer on incoming calls,
reject incoming calls, and more.
