CODE SETTING AND SOUND OPTION SETTING

1. CODE SETTING
1) Open the battery cover of chime, there are 8 pins
{as Fig.1). To change the coda simply remove one or
mare of the clips covering the pins, There are 64
selectable seftings.

2) Open the battery cover of push button unit, there
ara 7 pins, 1-6 pins set coding, please remove the
ona or more pins to have tha pin configuration same
as chime unit. For exampte, if on the chime unit pin 1
ang pin 2 are covared with clips and others aren't,
pins on tha push button unit also bs as so.

2, SOUND OPTION SETTING
1} Factory preset pin 7 ls open for “Ding Dong” sound.
2} Fin 7 sets sound option (as Fig. 2) When replace
pin 7 to covered with clip, the chime will provide
‘Ding Ding" sound.

NOTE : Make sure the code setting pin configuration
must exactly the same both ¢n chime unit and
push button unit for pin 1-6.

3. VOLUME HULQ/OFF SWITCH SETTING
The recslver HIGH/LOW/OFF switch is set at HIGH
position for a louder volume and LOW position for a
medium volume.

INSTALLATION

1. BATTERY INSTALLATION
1) The chime recelver uses thrae
. “AA’ pattertes. Open the bat-
tory cover, insart three “AA*
batteries into the banery
compartment according to the
corract palarity (+ and -}
markad, as shown in diagram.

Remark: When the chima sound is weak, please
replace with new battaries.

2) The push button unit uses
ona 12V battery (Included).
Opsen the battery cover, insert
one 12V battery into the bat-
tery compartment according
to the correct polarnity {+and-)
marked, as shown in diagram,

Remark: When lransmitting range becomas shorter, or
chime not responsa, please replace a new 12V
battery.
