SIM Card Installation

A SIM card contains your phone number and other necessary data.
Your device has dual SIM siots that both supports 3G(WCDMA) SiM
cards.

To Install the SIM Card

the firmly and use the notch at the bottom corner to loosen the cover.
Use material with a hard, thin edge such as your fingemail or a credit
card to carefully run alorg the seam to loosen, then lift the cover unti
it detaches completely.
