Note: Press and hold the 'Play' button that can enter to pairing mode.
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1. Previous button
2. SOURCE button
3. BASS knob

Radio operation
This device is built-in FM radio function.

1. Slide POWER switch to turn the unit ON and then press SOURCE
button twice to select the FM radio mode.
SOURCE Button sequence - Bluetooth -> AUX -> FM Radio

2. Under the FM radio mode, press the PLAY button in 3 seconds to start
AUTO SCAN all available FM radio stations.

3. Press the Previous/Forward button for tuning the previous or next
scanned radio stations. Frequency range:   FM 87.5 ~ 108MHz
