Power Connection

Connecting AC Power
Connect the small end of AC cord to the socket at the back of the main unit and insert the
plug of AC cord into standard AC wall outlet.

Indicator is flashing, the unit will goes into Pairing/Discoverable mode.

o Turn on the Bluetooth function of your Bluetooth device and enable the search or
scan function to find the unit.

o Select "PBB3010BT" from the device list when it appears on your device screen. If
required, enter the pass code “0000” to pair (link) the unit with your device.

o After successfully pairing (linking) the Bluetooth enabled device the BLUETOOTH

Radio Operation I

The unit is designed to receive FM and AM radio bands.

1. Switch and toggle the FUNCTION button to switch AM or FM mode.

2. Adjust the TUNING knob on the top of unit to tune the frequency of desired radio
station.
