4.3. Main features on phone menu

1) Voice Call

Make a call to a number in contacts
Press the left selection key to access the Menu and then press the Contacts icon.
Use the navigation keys to select the desired contact. Press the call key to

make a call.

Make a call to a number from the call record

Press the left selection key to access the Menu and then press the Call Log icon,
or press the right selection key on the home screen with a shortcut to Call Logs.
Use the navigation keys to select the desired contact. Press the call key to

make a call.

Answer incoming calls
Press the left selection key or the call key to answer an incoming call, or

press the right selection key or the power key once to reject a call.

Press the power key to hang up a call.

Manage multiple calls
To answer an incoming call in the middle of a conversation, you can press the
call key to answer the new call and keep the first call on hold or you can

combine the two calls.

Note: During the call, use the icons at the bottom of the screen to access the
Contacts, access the keypad, activate the hands—free speaker, mute the

microphone, hold the call on hold or record.
