Avoid water when racing your Alien Racers™. In addition, do not submerge your Racer or
Remote controller in water.

When your vehicle starts to lose power, it may experience loss of performance ability. If this
happens, simply recharge your battery again.

INSTALLING BATTERIES

It requires four AA alkaline batteries for the motocycle and one 9-volt
battery for the transmitter.

Powering Your Motorcycie:

1. Use a screwdriver (Philip’s head) to open the battery door.
2. Insert 4 AA alkaline batteries with polarity (+/-) as shown
inside battery compartment.

3. Replace the battery door.

4. When you finish playing, slide the ON/OFF switch to OFF
position.

Powering Your Transmitter:

1. Use a screwdriver (Philip's head) to open the battery door.

2. Insert the 9-volt battery with polarity (+/-) as shown inside

battery compartment.

3. Replace the battery door.

4. When you finish playing, slide the ON/OFF switch to OFF position.




* Non-rechargeable batteries are not to be recharged.

» Rechargeable batteries are to be removed from the toy before being charged.
- Rechargeable batteries are only to be charged under adult supervision.
