After attaching
the battery, you must charge it before you use it for the first time. See

first time you charge your phone's battery, charge for 30 minutes more than the
time shown on page 139. After theinitial charging, the battery can be chargedin
the time shown on page 139.

Remove the battery from the protective plastic safety tray provided in the
original packaging. When the battery is not attached to the phone, storeit in the
original tray.

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Attaching the Battery
