Maintain a hold on the handiebars at all times. Do not touch the brakes or
motor an your PowerRider 360 when in use or immediately after riding as
these parts can become very hot.

Ride defensively. Watch out for potential obstacles that could catch your
wheel or force you to swerve suddenly or lose control. Be careful to avoid
pedestrians, skaters, skateboards, PowerRider 360s, bikes, children or animals
who may enter your path, and respect the rights and property of others.

Loose Parts

Check and secure ali fasteners befare every ride. There should
not be any unusual rattles or sounds from loose parts or broken
compenents. If you are not sure, contact customer service.
