Central locking system with radio remote control The radio remote control can be used to unlock the car
from some distance, even without having a direct view
of the car. The radio remote control should only be used
in the immediate vicinity of the car to prevent unauthor-
ised access.

For reasons of safety the side windows and sliding/tilt-
ing sunroof can only be opened and closed in the imme-
diate vicinity of the car, using the remote control's
infrared function - see page 36.

Do not place the electronic key in the open boot - there
is a risk of becoming locked out.

The boot lid is locked again after it is closed if the car
was previously locked centrally.
Important

The boot lid swings upwards automatically. You
should therefore always ensure that there is suffi-
cient clearance.

Activating/deactivating the
"Unlock driver's door" function:

Simultaneously press and hold the and but-
tons for approximately 6 seconds.

The indicator lamp (5) lights up twice.

If the "Unlock driver's door" function is deactivated,
pressing the release button once will centrally unlock
the whole car.

If the doors and the boot lid are closed, the central lock-
ing process is accompanied by the turn signals flashing
three times.
