electrical wires; large buildings; or CB radios. Try to stay away from

3. Hold the transmtter above waist level. If the antenna is too | ow, or
touches ot her objects (including your body), your vehicle may not
operate properly. And your vehicle won't work properly if it gets too
far away.

4. Don't drive your vehicle in sand or through water or snow. |If your
vehicl e does get wet, wipe with a towel and allow to dry conpletely.

5. Don’t store your vehicle near heat or in direct sunlight. Always turn
switches OFF and renove all batteries for storage.
