Charge your phone

1. Connect the USB cable of your charging plate to a compatible charger plugged into a wall
outlet, or to a suitable USB power source.

2. Make sure the charging plate is facing up and there's nothing on the plate.

3. Place your phone on the charging plate. The indicator light is on while the phone charges,
and fades out when the battery is full.

It's normal for the charging plate and phone to get warm while charging. If there's a problem
with the charging, the indicator light flashes quickly.
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Get notifications

Make sure your charging plate is connected to a power source.
For more info on how to switch NFC or Bluetooth on, see your phone's user guide.
1. When using NFC, touch the NFC areas of your charging plate and phone together.

When using Bluetooth, depending on your phone, tap Settings > Devices > Bluetooth or
Settings > Bluetooth, and select your charging plate.

2. If asked, tap pair.
3. In your phone's apps menu, tap Gadgets, select your charging plate, and tap Customise.
Then choose how you want your charging plate to notify you.
